
Three generations ago in the mid
1930's, the peoples of Canada and the
world confronted the most ominous
threat in human history ... tire rise of
German Nazism, Italian Fascism and
Japanese Imperial expansionism.
War had come to the world in China,
Spain, Ethiopia and the Nazi hordes
were on the march in Europe with
the blessings of their international
imperial friends in high places.
Hundreds of millions of peoples
groaned under Imperialist colonial
oppression, seeking bare survival in
Africa, Asia (including India) and
elsewhere.

What was afoot? Simply that
Imperialist monopoly capitalism
in its voracious aggressions for
"spheres of influence", "lebensraum",
"colonial holdings", etc., etc., ad
nauseum, bombed, strafed,
destabilized, slaughtered, corrupted
and conquered "new" possessions in
order to overflow their Imperial
profit baskets and crowd their rivals
out of the perceived profit troughs,
to gain power and control of the
resources and riches of the world.
The people paid. In a decade, by the
end of 1945, more than 50 millions
had died and whole countries and
continents were laid waste.
Incidentally, the economic crisis
confronting the Imperialists was
temporarily done away with in the
macabre orgy of bloodletting.

But the year 1935 saw something
else happen that brought hope and
new vision, as well as a perspective
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of eventual victory. At a world confer­
ence of the Comintern, the Third Inter­
national, with representatives world­
wide of Communist parties and pro­
gressive, anti-fascist forces, a policy
diametrically opposed to the new
fascist Imperialisms and their barba­
rous conduct and aggressions was put
forward. The new Comintern policy
targeted Nazi Germany, Fascist Italy
and Japan. The (as now) the Imperial
aggressors appeared united in their 

drive to prosecute their wars,
expand their powers, and most
definitively, to destroy the first state
of the working people, the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics.

For their part, the USSR stood
unwaveringly against the wild
adventures of the Imperialists,
despite previous wars of
intervention, diplomatic isolation,
massive internal sabotage and
subversion and Imperialist sponsored
terrorism against Soviet leaders. The
Comintern proclaimed as a central
all embracing strategy, "The United
Front of the Working Class Against
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Fascism and War". That meant
exactly what it said; the working
class of the whole world was to be
mobilized to stop dead in its tracks
the spread of Fascism and to defeat it
politically wherever it was to raise
its talons. The aim was to secure a
world free of war and aggression,
and in which international disputes
and confrontations would be
resolved on the basis of political and
negotiated means through a world
body, such as the then existing
League of Nations.

IT WAS UNITY THAT DEFEATED
FASCIST AGGRESSION...

It is correct to say that the policy
of The United Front was the basis
upon which eventually, in June of
1941, Prime Minister Winston
Churchill was to proclaim the birth
of the British-Soviet war alliance,
soon to become the world alliance
of the United Nations. That was the
essential united force, that by 1945,
brought total and unconditional
surrender of the Axis Fascist powers.
The Hitler-Mussolini-Hirohito
dreams of world domination and for
the "greater glory" and profits of
their monopoly masters, went
glimmering.

From the United Front grew
the Popular Fronts and the
alliances of all anti-Fascist forces
and the birth in 1945 of the United
Nations. Additionally, the world
shaking end of Imperialist colonial
rule over more than a billion
oppressed people lay on the
immediate horizon. British Imperial
rule in India was broken in 1948. No
one can deny that without the
Communist strategy and policy of
the United Front that Hitler,
Mussolini and Hirohito might well
have succeeded in winning the war
aims of their monopoly masters.

Why is it important now, sixty
years later, to recall this history?
Plainly, today, the war purposes of
the Nazi coalitions have now been
effected in Europe in most essential
features. The Soviet Union no longer
exists. Monopoly capitalism (and
particularly, international finance
capital) rides roughshod and
seemingly without restraint over
the affairs of peoples, world-wide.
In particular, Western monopolists
today seek to exercise such "rights"
over the people of the former Soviet
Union. One sixth of the world's
surface with untold treasures of
natural resources and wealth are
there for the reaping unless there is a
reversal of the "persuasive" powers
of "smart-bomb" diplomacy now
exercised by the "tall in the saddle"
and the "drang nach osten" (march
to the east) mentalities of U.S. and
German spokesman, Clinton and Kohl.
Of course, they speak on behalf of
their respective monopolists. Only
massive, enlightened, unwavering
and vigorous unity between the
peoples will either reverse or
influence the insane aims of the post­
Cold warriors in the 1990's.

MONOPOLY UNITY IS
SUPERFICIAL ONLY ...

While the G- monopolists give
the appearance of unity in NATO
and the truncated and now displaced
United Nations, that "unity" is
something of a Potemkin village ...
more facade than reality. Trade
competition and incipient trade
wars, contradictions and even
confrontations and war point to
something very different. The three
major areas of TNC influence:
Europe, the Americas and the
Pacific Rim under the economic
domination of Germany, the U.S.
and Japan each has intractable
economic problems, approaching

I crisis and is the foundation of new 

barely concealed rivalries and
inevitable confrontation.

Added to this, the powers of the
TNC financial and corporate world
daily slide ever more deeply into
fiscal and monetary, and potentially,
political crisis.

Somewhat obscured and
smothered by "smart-bomb"
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diplomacy and military excursions
such as "Desert Storm", the Falklands
War, Panama, etc., etc., in an unending
string of calamities, nevertheless,
the crisis of instability springs up
anew in the Balkans, or Mexico, or
almost anywhere in Africa, or the
world. Or it springs to life in
increasingly angry and militant
demonstrations by the "throw­
away" people of the unemployed, or
deprived and dispossessed farmers.
There is no end to it anywhere, and
monopoly capitalism is immediately,
historically and directly culpable.
At the end of the 20th Century,
monopoly capitalism teeters more
and more precariously on rotted
away foundations of "monetarism"
and exploitation that daily creates
more and more economic, social and
political instability in their system.

Their choice to resolve it? More
guns, jails, drugs, oppression and
the use of "smart-bomb" diplomacy
and war. But neo-fascism cannot
resolve the problems of monopolies 
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future simply because those
problems are part and parcel of the
system itself. As a result, the peoples
of the world stand at the threshold
of yet another era of change and
movement, just as they did during
the 1930's. The costs then were
incalculable in human misery, death
and destruction, but from the
monopoly-fascist morass of W.W. II
emerged a world capable of immense
changes. The deprivations and
miseries of colonial rule were
thrown off. Human advances all
along the line were the order of
march. Only the abysmal and
degrading politics of the Cold War
and the development of super-
nuclear and other weaponry

temporarily preserved the world of
the TNC predators, thus creating our
current world situation.

But tragically in the face of such
developments, and under the
devastating impacts of 45 years of
psychological warfare, ideological
Cold War distortions, lies and
practices, horrendous mutations
and distortions and political crisis
have appeared and taken root even
among the very Communist forces
that wrote the original script of the
"United Front" and the unity that
brought defeat and "unconditional
surrender" to the monopolists and
their fascist death and goon squads
of Germany, Italy and Japan. The
historical irony is that the fascist
ideological and political aims lived
on in new forms, deeply disguised
by outpourings of the Goebbels
"Big Lie" by the monopolists. It
must be said however that this
appeared and took root even among
leading elements, who displayed
supreme forms of opportunism in
the Communist movements, as
well as in the Communist Party of
the Soviet Union.

For our part
with whatever energies, skills and
strengths we may lend to these ends,
we pledge to do so. Let no one of good
will stand idle or aside. The peoples
and working class unity of an anti­
Imperialist character is the strength
for the future of the people.

Rt. Hon. Sir:
We most urgently call upon

your Government to immediately
rescind support to NATO forces who
threaten air strikes on the Bosnia-Serb
military forces around Sarajevo in
Bosnia Hercegovina. We further
urgently propose that the Canadian
Armed Forces now in the war areas
of the former Yugoslavia with the
United Nations Peace Keeping Forces
be withdrawn and that there be a
negative response to any request for
the sending of more Canadian troops
to the area.

We regard the threatened air
strikes as an extremely grave threat
to the peace of the world and in
Eastern Europe.

We call upon your Government
to take an immediate initiative in
calling for the rescinding of the
NATO air strikes and that there be
immediate peace initiatives through
the United Nations and negotiations.
News reports have made it
abundantly clear that far from air
strikes effecting any immediate or
long term peaceful solution to the
war in that area, there is not even
agreement between NATO and the
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U.N. as to what peaceful purposes
can be affected by the air strikes in
either a tactical or strategic sense.
NATO forces say that the air strikes
will proceed on February 21st if the
Bosnian-Serb military emplacements
around the city are not withdrawn to
an area beyond target range of the
city. On the other hand, U.N.
spokesmen say that such withdrawal
is not required and that a U.N.
supervision of the military would
remove the threat of the strikes.

But nobody, as far as we have
been able to discover, has revealed
what either the tactical or strategic
purposes of the escalation of air
strikes and war is designed to
accomplish. From many quarters,
we are informed that such would
have an "intimidating" effect on the
Bosnian-Serb high command or
political authority. That is prima-
facie nonsense, but it comes
repeatedly from U.S. sources, the
main and essential force calling for
the strikes.

Such confusion and obscurantism
(whether deEberate or not) serves to
conceal the pre-eminent fact that
such strikes could easily, and even
irrevocably, catapult Eastern Europe,
and even the world, into yet another
conflagration of war. The aims and
purposes of such a war have neither
been defined by those instigating the
air strikes, or revealed to the general
public. It takes no imagination to
understand that such would be a
catastrophe of immeasurable
dimensions.

We are convinced that the
shaUow and unbelievable suggestion
that the recent mortar attack on
innocent civifians is sufficient reason
for the air strikes is false and
untenable. The city has been under
siege for almost two years during
which time, thousands have died,
but there was no military
intervention of this nature. The
identity of those responsible for the 

mortar attack has not been
established even by the U.N. forces
on the ground despite demands of
the Bosnian-Serbs that this be done.
Militarily, there can be no guarantee
that such strikes would be even
minimally effective in silencing the
Bosnian-Serb guns. Military history
confirms this, and in particular, at
Monte Cassino in W.W. II. Had the
U.N. forces been able to identify the
origin of the mortar round as Bosnian-
Serbian - we believe they would have
said so, with emphasis!

Some things, however, are very
clear. Firstly, it was under the
leadership (perhaps coercion?) of
U.S. President Clinton and Chancellor
Kohl of Germany (although not
exclusively them) that the so-called
"Partnership for Peace" opened the
door for an eastward shift of
NATO military power, UNDER A
UNIFIED PLAN AND COMMAND
DOMINATED BY THE U.S.-
GERMAN HIGH COMMAND.
Secondly, this force has pre-empted
the peace keeping role of the United
Nations and turned it into a mere
rubber-stamp of U.S.-German and G-
7 powers. These now appear poised
as a NATO military force, pointed
eastward.

Of course the world should be
generally aware of the fact that it is
precisely these European and

American powers of G-7 (including
Canada) who have financial and
corporate interests as well as
"strategic" concerns in Slovenia,
Croatia, Bosnia-Hercegovina and
generally in Eastern Europe and
extending even to the territories of
former Soviet Union. Similarly,
history has taught the bitter lesson
that when Imperial financial and
corporate interests perceive their
"interests" at stake, they go to war ...
sometimes even to avoid economic or
financial crisis. It is plainly evident
that in this case, it is the hands of
President Clinton and Chancellor

Kohl, who are heading up these
immensely dangerous actions.

In the name of international
friendship and solidarity, we call
upon you, Rt. Honourable Sir and
your Government to take into account
the above and to reject the current
drift towards another potential
regional or even world holocaust of
war. The proud name of our country
is at stake, and we respectfully
remind you that that proud name
was earned in part, on many a
battlefield of war, worldwide, as
well as in the diplomatic arena.

We are as well calling upon aU
peace loving forces in Canada and the
world to act with extreme urgency to
forestall any possible impending
disaster, and that all war forces be
withdrawn from the current war
areas so the peoples there may reach
honourable and peaceful agreements
to live in peace on their own territory.

ELECTIONS

After a warm, rainy January,
February covered Ukraine in snow
and ice. Cold has taken over the
hearts of people: how to survive? The 

future is covered with fog:
catastrophe is deepening with every
day. Ukrainian diaspora over the
world does not know the truth and
consequently, stands on the side of
those who bring the Ukrainian people
unbelievable hardship and harm.

In answer to my article, "There is
another Canada", where I told about
the solidarity of Canadian friends of
Soviet people, the newspaper "Life of
Lugansk" printed a reply to my article
from someone in Toronto, signing
himself as "teacher from Toronto"
Stepan Gorlach, if that is his real
name! He writes, "What is this Soviet
people? To cry about a people that
never existed is useless!"

I wonder why is it that this
"Canadian" is teaching us, and not
Canadian children? What is he doing
in Lugansk, is he maybe fulfilling
the task given to him by secret
services here and abroad? To those
who really love the Ukrainian people,
I say: the disintegration of the USSR,
with the help of the fighters for
"Independent Ukraine" has brought
with it the death and agony of the
Ukrainian people! As was stated by
the Defence Ministry of USA, on the
territory of former Soviet Union,
they predicted about 12 serious
armed conflicts, during which there
could be at least 600,000 armed
personnel dead, 20 million people
will become displaced, 90 million
will die from starvation and 50
million from the spread of epidemics!
Does anyone think that Ukraine will
be spared this catastrophe? Ukrainian
nationalists have sentenced millions
of Ukrainians to die!

UKRAINE HAS ENTERED
ECONOMIC CATASTROPHE!

Figure this out yourself. From the
first place in Europe in the economic
might, Ukraine is now in last place!
The economy is completely in ruins,
since gas, oil, timber received from 

Russia and other Soviet Republics
constituted 80% - but the economic
ties are now broken. The biggest
industries and factories in Lugansk
are paralyzed, its workers are let go
without pay - in fact, Lugansk has
become practically unemployed. The
enterprise "October Revolution"
previously manufactured 95% of
railway engines and cars of the USSR.
Now, in January, this enterprise did
not produce even one. Manufactured
goods in Lugansk in January fell by
48% since January 1993! Even at that
time (1993), the output was already
30% less since 1990! Manufacture
of shoes was down 17%. Here is
your "results of independence
and reform", Imperialism, and its
dictated "reforms" through the
International Monetary Fund!

LOOK AT WHAT THE
BIRD HAS LAID?

Ln agriculture, the story is the
same. Because November being
without snow, grain seeds died, and
if the spring and summer will be
dry, we shall have "famine of 1994".
Why? Because now we cannot get
help with grain and feed from
Kazakhstan or Russia - because these
are now "foreign governments and
countries"!

The "Market economy", together
with "independence", have given
Ukraine another deadly blow. Free
speculation, "free prices", commercial
banks, stock exchanges, privatization
together with no central planning 
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of agriculture have brought us to
hyperinflation and complete
disaster. Prices have jumped from
10% to 114 thousand times more! We
cannot even think of catching up to
the inflation rate. Savings of the
workers are worth absolutely
nothing. Death is overtaking the
birth rate tremendously. This is a
program of genocide of the Ukrainian
people. In place of a national
"awakening" a la "nationalism", they
attempt to "eliminate Ukrainians" as
a nation.

Who is the winner and who is the
loser?

Five hundred citizens of Ukraine
already have taken out of the country
18 milliard dollars. The capitalist
class is growing rapidly from the
yellow-blue capitalists, civil
servants and thieves. That is why
our children are robbed, our youth
have no future, our pensioners are
suffering badly - this constitutes 90%
of the nation! For medicine that is
needed by everyone, such as my
wife, who had to pay 131,000
coupons (1/3 of her pension) for 30
tablets! No wonder the dying curse
this "independence" with their last
breath.

RUKH AND NATIONALISTS
ARE RESPONSIBLE!

Who is going to be responsible
for this crime? It must be RUKH,
other bourgeoise-nationalist parties,
together with former leaders of the
CPSU Krawchuk, Plush and other
Judases from the "party hierarchy"!
They are afraid of elections, and
depend on the fabrication of lies to an
uninformed electorate. Since the
media is in their hands, they feel that
they can hoodwink the population.
Unfortunately, even the progressive
newspapers that we have, are forced
to undertake advertising for money
(which they desperately need) to 

produce their newspapers, from
those bourgeoise candidates! These
candidates pay millions to promote
themselves. There you have your
"democracy" - really the dictator­
ship of "money bags"! With us
communists, we have only meagre
means at our disposal and thus, it is
nearly impossible to reach every
potential voter with our message of
truth. People are scared, threatened
and in many, many cases, physically
beaten, or even killed, if they oppose
the ruling class.

LIFE IS THE REAL TEACHER!

But, the best teacher is "life itself"!
More and more, you hear from people
the following: "Yes, we lived in
communism before, but we did not
know it"! "We had near near-heaven
before, but did not appreciate it"!
The fact is that people with tears in
their eyes are reminiscing about
what was and what is now. The
main appeal of socialism-communism
was: a belief in tomorrow, no worry
about yourself and your job, and
that the Communist Party will
look after your welfare. No one was
afraid that they will be unemployed.
Our children went to Pioneer Camps,
kindergartens, pre-school classes -
and all with no cost. When you got
sick, your hospital and medical
help was free. On your holidays, you
got on the aeroplane and flew to the
Black Sea or wherever you desired.
The coast of the Black Sea became a
second home for the people. If you
had a complaint, you went to
Raykom of the Party and other
agencies to get your wrongs righted
and justice done.

Now, the people have lost all of
their former rights. To get into
University is for the rich people's
children, unless you have a couple of
millions to give. If you are sick and
have to go to Hospital, you must 

bring with you your own medicines,
needles, gauze and other needed
things for your sickness. The resorts
down south are in the hands of
privateers and mafia and you pay
millions. You have no one to defend
you! The government has ceased to
become the mother, father - this
government has become a hateful
stepmother to the Ukraine people!

To fill 5 seats to the Supreme
Soviet of Lugansk, there appeared
over 100 candidates! Aside from the
few communists-socialists, the rest are
opportunists, new bourgeois, and
mafiosi. Communists are candidates
only in every fifth district. They are
workers, tradesmen and people who
joined the Communist Party after the
CPSU was liquidated in 1991. These
candidates know and understand
that a counter-revolution has taken
place.

Communists will be able to
solve the problems ... and ONLY
communists will defend the rights
of the working class. We have good,
honest and dedicated communists
as candidates. We had to have at least
300 signatures for our candidates in
each riding, and it was heartening to
realize that more than 70% of those
signing told us that they must
vote for the Communist candidates
since that is the only road out of the
terrible situation that Ukraine is in
now.

The anti-Communist hysteria
now is at a fever pitch, from morning
to night on radio, TV and the press
which is controlled by the Krawchuk
nationalists. Many people are lost
and panic stricken - "We do not
believe in anyone". This is promoted
and plays into the hands of the
reactionary forces.

THE "RESHAPING"
OF EUROPE ...
ARE HITLER'S AIMS
BEING FULFILLED?

Under a front page headline
"Kohl Wants Union of 20 States",
"The European" of March 4 - 10th,
informs us that "Germany is poised to
take a controversial initiative to bring
former Communist countries quickly
into the European Union... The moves
are part of a drive towards European
integration that Bonn plans to launch
..." Of course, such were precisely
Hitler's aims, for which millions died.

The historical irony of this is
apparently lost on the editors, or
perhaps, they are convinced that 49
years after the military destruction of
Nazi Germany, the more than fifty
millions dead; the holocaust and
virtual total destruction of Europe
and other areas of our world, the
death camps, and the horror have all
been forgotten. But dare humanity
forget its history? We think not, if we
are to survive. For example:

"We have agreed on common
policies and plans for enforcing the
unconditional surrender terms which we
shall impose together on Nazi Germany...
It is our inflexible purpose to destroy
German militarism and Nazism and to
ensure that Germany will never again be
able to disturb the peace of the world ... It
is not our purpose to destroy the people of
Germany, but only when Nazism and
militarism have been extirpated will there
be hope for a decent life for Germans, and
a place for them in the comity of nations...
Victory in this war and establishment of
the proposed international organization
(the United Nations Organization) will
provide the greatest opportunity in all
history to relate in the years to come, the 

essential conditions of such a peace."
Signed:
Winston S. Churchill - Great Britain.
Franklin D. Roosevelt - U.S.A.
J. Stalin-U.S.S.R.
February 11, 1945

That statement from the Yalta (or
Crimean) Conference should never be
forgotten! Similarly, words of the
U.N. Charter should burn in all
peoples' consciousness.

The United Nations Charter,
emerging from that Crimean
Conference and the U.N. Security
Conference of June 1945 in San
Francisco, sets forth the following:

"We, the peoples of the U.N. have
determined: - To save succeeding
generations from the scourge of war
which twice in our lifetime has brought
untold sorrow to mankind ... - To
practice tolerance and live together in
peace with one another as good
neighbors, - To unite our strength to
maintain international peace and
security, - To insure ... that armed force
shall not be used, save in the common
interest, - To employ international
machinery for the promotion of economic
and social advancement of all peoples ..."

Then came the "Cold War" in
which Canada with its notorious
"spy" trials, and advocacy, played
a leading role ... at the behest of
monopoly and the U.S. President
and State Department.

By April 1949, a new world
military bloc led by the U.S.A, was
in place, aimed precisely at their war­
time ally, the USSR. The Wall Street
Journal of April 5th that year,
editorially pronounced the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization
(NATO) as "nullifying the principle
of the United Nations." ... the most
cursory analysis reveals [that] it
makes military might the
determining factor in international
relations ... We think [said the WSJ]
the jungle principle of the Atlantic
Pact fits the facts better than the
ideally-human principle of the

United Nations ..." The WSJ
endorsement of "jungle law" comes
as no surprise. Its candid appraisal
of NATO does.

The destruction of the aims,
hopes and dreams of the world's
people had begun and tragically,
continues to this day, 45 years later.

Western monopoly capital,
through the Governments of the
U.S.A., Great Britain, France,
Canada, had reversed themselves
and nullified the signed agreements
of both the Crimean Conference
and the United Nations Charter. Of
course, the "reversal" was to be
concealed under a flood-tide of "anti­
communism". The same year, 1949,
Germany was welcomed into the
European Community, including

Western military and economic
alignments and organizations, by a
conference of the foreign ministers
of the U.S.A., Britain and France,
held in Paris in November. By May
1950, the three powers accorded
"sovereignty" to West Germany. In
September that same year, the
NATO Council said "Germany
should be enabled to contribute to the
build-up of the defence (meaning
"military" defence and preparedness)
of Western Europe". The NATO
Council approved the setting up of
the European Defence Community
(E.D.C.) with participation of the
Federated Republic of Germany,
France, Italy and the Benelux
countries. By May 1952, the Western
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Powers lifted the Allied occupation
statute placed on Germany by the
Potsdam Agreement, and proclaimed
the "sovereignty" of Germany. All
of this was done, while rejecting
numerous appeals and opposition
from their wartime ally, the Soviet
Union, who called for "settlement of
the outstanding German question on
a peaceful and democratic basis".
Included was a Soviet draft proposal
in March 1952, "Principles of a Peace
Treat}' With Germany". Particularly
vociferous was the NATO rejection
of a Soviet proposal that Germany
"should not join any military
alliances, coalitions or alignments
aimed against any country that had
fought against the Nazi war
machine". In October 1954, the Paris
Agreements were signed, extending
to Germany membership in NATO.

A U.S. military mission was set
up in the F.R.G. in December 1955
to train German instructors for the
military, and by January 1956, the
U.S. Bonn Embassy announced that
the FRG "would receive from the
U.S.A, the same kind of modern
weapons as other NATO countries".
Agreement on German occupation
between the wartime Allies and
United Nations victors had come full
circle to become a Western alliance
with Germany in a military bloc
aimed at the USSR that could not
be seen other than "aggressive" by
that country. The arms race, the
setting up of the German Democratic
Republic and unrestricted "Cold
War" was underway and had been
achieved through the NATO
military alliance that had been
"preferable" as "jungle law" (to the
W.S.J.) over the "ideally-human
principle" of the U.N. By May the
same year, 1956, more than $1 billion
of U.S. weaponry was in the hands
of the FRG military and in 1957, agree­
ment was reached to build 29 new
NATO airfields on FRG territory in
addition to an already existing 19.

The same year, the German military
was equipped with U.S., M-48 tanks.

Of course, high West German
"officialdom" who had never
accepted Nazi defeat, continued their
relentless drive for "restoration" of
Germany, plus aggression to the
east. Chancellor Adenauer, in July
1951, proclaimed this outlook: "It is
highly desirable the West should
build up its strength because
THAT IS THE ONLY MEANS
OF RESTORING GERMANY'S
EASTERN AREAS", he said in Essen.
In 1953, Herr Seebohm, Transport
and Communications Minister in
the FRG Government, said: "The
German east does not include only
the Elbe and Oder, but also, Bohemia
(Czechia) AND ALL THE LANDS
ON WHICH GERMANS HAVE
EVER LIVED". Herr Von Papen, in a
Spanish newspaper "A-B-C" in 1954:
"We must realize that the conquest
of the eastern provinces AND THE
MISSION WE HAVE TO FULFILL
ARE A HISTORICAL AND ALL­
EUROPEAN TASK OF THE FIRST
MAGNITUDE." "In Russia, THE
LAND IS WAITING FOR US, WE
MUST TAKE ROOT THERE. WE
MUST LIBERATE NOT ONLY THE
17 MILLION OF THE GDR, BUT
ALSO THE 120 MILLION
INHABITING THE EUROPEAN
USSR." - Herr Oberlander said on
June 1957 in Bremen. Herr Strauss,
President of Bavaria, February 1960,
while attending military exercises:
"THE OPERATION MUST BE
SIMILAR TO HITLER'S
ANSCHLUSS OF AUSTRIA AND
THE INVASION OF THE
SUDETENLAND ... THERE IS
CONVICTION AMONG THE
GENERAL STAFF AND GOVERN­
MENT CIRCLES THAT IN THE
EVENT OF SUCH A SURPRISE
ATTACK, THE WORLD WOULD BE
FORCED TO ACCEPT SUCH A
SOLUTION ..." (All emphasis added
-R.L.S.)

Many more equally revealing
and unbelievably revanchist and
aggressive statements as to just who
the NATO forces were now allied
with are available, but it is not
necessary to repeat them here. The
aims of nascent and current German
Imperialism (precisely the same
monopoly corporate powers - such
as the Deutch banke, Siemens,
Farben, et al. - that had backed
Hitler and Nazism to establish
"lebensraum" and dictatorship in
Europe and the world in W.W. II)
did not attempt to conceal their
aims and purposes. Under the
NATO military umbrella, Canada,
the U.S.A., Great Britain and the
other NATO nations have been
allied with those war-making
aims since the end of W.W. II in
the unholy, military, psychological,
economic and diplomatic Cold War.
Gorbachov, Yeltsin & Company
must have been totally aware of
these conditions when they led the
treacherous sell-out of the Soviet
peoples' interests. If they did not,
they were total idiots capable of
nothing but treachery and betrayal
to the memory of not only their
country, and Communist Party,
but to the tens of millions of heroic
dead of the USSR in W.W. II. It was
they who brought Hitler to his
death throes, it is they who, first of
all, are betrayed in a treacherous
conspiracy so shameful as to be
beyond human comprehension.
Without conscience, still they must
contemplate their unspeakable
alliances with Reagan, Bush,
Clinton, Kohl, Thatcher, et al.’s
actions.

For it is precisely on the basis of

CANADIAN READERS

Dear Canadian readers!
Although we are long distances

apart, the world is one. Scientists tell
us that geologically long ago our
continents were joined together as
one - called Lavrazia. We are one
mankind. That is why we must
know more about each other, help
each other in our struggles for the
betterment of a working man.
Canadians of course hear about the
tragedy that has befallen my
Motherland. Soon, there will be
new elections for parliament and the
presidency in the Ukraine, where I
live. People demand that the present
rulers resign.

Last December, there were
elections in Russia. A new Consti­
tution was adopted and a new
parliament was elected. It seems
that everything is normal. But, do
you really know how this Russian
referendum was held? Even the
"official results" as given by the
Central Elections Commission is hard
to take seriously if you analyze it
carefully and in detail. It looks as
if the Election Commission has a
hard time with its own arithmetic.
The numbers that voted "for" and
"against" does not match the total
number of people that cast their
ballots. The percentages given by
this Commission absolutely does
not match the ballots cast?! To
believe, and to explain these 

opposing facts is impossible. To
this letter of mine, I suggest you
print the article by V. Trushkov
from newspaper "Pravda" of
December 28th about the so-called
arithmetic manipulation of the
Election Commission. Maybe, you
readers will be able to make sense
out of this arithmetic riddle. But any
normal person will not be able to
believe the juggling that was going
on. How can anyone (unless he is an
enemy of the people and socialism -
Editors) take these given results
seriously?

Nevertheless, I will try to
analyze some aspects of the results.
Now, can we say that the Constitution
was agreed upon? "Ofcourse"-is the
answer of the friends of Yeltsin. Did
not 33 million people vote for the
Constitution?" It looks as if every­
thing was done legally. But what
about the other 73 million voters? -
(It's interesting that the Election
Commission never once gave us a
clear figure as to how many voters
were registered)?! A large majority
of the registered voters disgusted
with their "leaders", as a sign of
protest at the policies of the pseudo­
democrats, did not bother to take
part in the elections! Can anyone in
their right mind agree that the
minority of the people who voted for
the Constitution can rule against the
majority who are opposed? It looks,
according to Yeltsin's logic, that the
minority has the right to rule over the
majority.

Let us now analyze the situation
according to law, which was signed
by Yeltsin himself. One of the laws
is - "Law about the Referendum".
He said that the Constitution is
agreed upon if half of the registered
voters (not percentage of the cast
ballots) take part in the elections and
vote for the Constitution. What is the
result now and what was done?
Yeltsin now ignores his own guide­
lines that he signed into law! What 
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about the 1/5 of tlie voters of district
of Tatarstan or the people of the
Chechen Republic, where elections
did not take place, although these
two Republics constitute part of the
Russian Federation? If logic is to be
followed, this fact alone makes the
result of the Constitution invalid!
But, according to Yeltsin, everything
is possible. (Interestingly, the
Western media was aware of this,
but did you ever read it, see it or
even hear a comment about this
outright election fraud in our “free
press"? Of course not! - Editors)

Yes, Yeltsin's clique bankrupted
itself. It is long past that they should
resign from their posts. But they are
not ready to relinquish all the stolen
wealth of the people that they
hoarded and invested in foreign
bank accounts. So now, they will
rule as "leaders" based on falsified
election results. Looking at the facts,
even using their own official figures,
the leaders of the block "Election
Russia" received just 8 million votes
out of 106 million voters! Because
of this catastrophic result for
them, the "pseudo-democrats"
and the so-called "liberal democrats
of Zhirinovski" are in the Govern­
ment now! People who voted for
Zhirinovsky, voted not for the
program and its leader, but voted as
a protest against Yeltsin's sell out.
(The Communist parties, with then-
press banned, finances taken away,
had no possibility of even getting
TV time, while majority of the
Communists boycotted the
elections, knowing that it's a
farce. Unfortunately, the Russian
Communist Party took part in the
elections, thus breaking the boycott
which would have seen Yeltsin
defeated - Editors).

"There are many poor people in
Russia" - Yeltsin was forced to admit.
These "poor people" voted for the
promises of Zhirinovsky, not as a
leader, but were swayed by the 

unrealistic promises, demagogic
promises, which played into the
hands of Yeltsin. In spite of the
hysteria of anti-communism, and
despite the break-up of tlie united
actions by the Russian Communist
Party under Zyuganov its leader, the
party received over 8 million votes.
Majority of Communist Parties of
Russia (as the All Union Communist

Young
man of 18, with a Komsomol Card
in his pocket. I bent over him and
started to think what I could do and
where I could take him. I felt a bullet
enter my arm, shattering it. Some
other people were now carrying me
away and not the one I tried to help,
who was already dead. Someone
took me in his car to a hospital. The
OMON police did not allow the Red
Cross Ambulance to pick up the
civilians, as a matter of fact, I saw
the nurse carrying the wounded,
herself was shot."

Take a good look at this photo­
graph of Vladimir, one of the heroes
that defended the Constitution and
socialism. Below is his story
(abridged - Editors). 

VLADIMIR, 37 years old,
married, two children, oldest
daughter 14 years.

From the sidelines of Rochdelskoj
Street, we saw cannons and machine
guns - and then also from the side of
the Mayor's Office. As they were 

advancing, they were firing at us.
Against the people, point blank, the
devils! We fell down on our faces.
They came up to us and while we
were laying on the ground, they
opened fire again. I was blown off
my feet.

I looked, my arm immediately
got swollen to three times its
original shape ... became black -
as if it was a piece of wood sticking
out of my body! I managed with
my left hand to lay the severed
arm on my chest and then I lost all
consciousness.

The large calibre bullet was not
weak, it broke my collar bone, went
down and broke two ribs, went
through my kidney. I had 4
operations because of one bullet.
The doctors tried to save my arm
many times. I was one of the lucky
ones to have been able to get to the
doctors. Others were shot on the
spot.

Liudmila, Doctor:
I was on the 3rd floor of the

"White House", trying to see to the
needs of the wounded and dying
on October 4th. I, together with
another Doctor, were rushing from
one floor to another in order to save
as many wounded as we could.

The shells were falling all over
the floors as rain. Then the OMON
soldiers stormed the floors, stair­
ways. These youngsters behaved
like mad dogs, kicking, pummelling
and shooting people on sight. Their
eyes were glazed as if in a trance.

I pleaded with them: "Young
men, here are Russian people, with
no guns in their hands! Whom are
you killing?" One of the young
OMON soldiers became hysterical
when he saw what carnage they did.
He blurted out that his commander
told him that there were over 20
armed Gestapo bandits fully armed
inside on our 3rd floor.

I fully remember another
moment. Some of our people inside
heard stamping on the corridors and
in anticipation that help was coming
to the beleaguered defenders, cried
out: "Ours are coming! Help is
coming!" The OMON soldiers
became panic stricken, started to hide
themselves among the wounded
and dead defenders on the 3rd floor.
We were all happy, but not for long.
It turned out that the OMON soldiers

These have attracted
70 U.S. companies and spurred
concerns that the new nation might
build a pipeline to transport oil
through Iran..."

WE COMMENT: Our comment is
hardly needed for the most part, except
to recall that NSC predicted some time
ago the oil and gas plight of Ukraine
that has led to school closings for lack
of heat, misery and dropping health
standards. With the insane rush by the
new "bosses" of former Soviet Republics
to embrace the so-called "privatization",
"market economies" and capitalist
notions of "competition", "greed", etc., as
a "way of life", what Ukraine is now 

experiencing is inevitable. Formerly,
as a Soviet Republic within the USSR,
oil and gas prices were kept below
world monopoly prices as they crossed
borders between the Republics at
specially reduced prices. With the take­
over of the "capitalist business" mode,
"all the traffic will bear", or world
monopoly prices, are the order of the
day. Human need, cooperative and
constructive relations are gone. The
Ukraine has become, under Krawchuk
and the Westernized "nationalists" that
are directed and kept by bosses in the
foreign lands of Germany, the U.S.A.,
Canada et al., a shell of its former
Soviet greatness.

Most of these trends are related to
smoking and 'women and the young
are the main targets of cigarette
manufacturers seeking new
markets', Dr. Tapani Piha of WHO
said, "and they are succeeding" ...

In
Russia, there has been a sharp
increase of syphilis and gonorrhea
over the past three years. HIV, the

"This month's meeting of the
Paris Club on debt is potentially
explosive for North-South relations

Third World debt has now
reached terrifying levels in excess of
a trillion pounds. (Roughly, that is
$2,000 billion dollars - Ed.) ... it is
crippling economic development in
countries that contain three-fifths
of the world population... in the last
two years, these countries' debt
has increased by 280 billion pounds
(roughly, 560 billion dollars - Ed.) ...
In 1982, the external debt of the
Third World was 550 billion pounds
(roughly, 1,100 billion dollars - Ed.).
Since then, the debtor countries have
paid back 9,940 billion pounds
(roughly, 19,880 billion dollars - Ed.)
in debt service payments (in
"interest" - Ed.) to creditors. Yet,
they still now owe 1,150 billion
pounds (roughly 2,300 billion
dollars - Ed.)... Servicing debt now
costs the Third World 170 billion 

pounds (roughly 340 billion dollars -
Ed.) (while) the world's main aid
donors (a strange and upside down
description to say the least - Ed.)
provide the developing countries
with about 50 billion pounds
(roughly 100 billion dollars - Ed.) ...
In fact, this crisis has been brought
about by factors over which the
developing countries have had no
control: plummeting commodity
prices (sold by them - Ed.) and
soaring interest rates. (The) collapse
of (their) buying power plus sky-
high interest rates in the 1980's
crippled them..."

WE COMMENT - This could zuell be
called, "Why there are deficits-and zvho
doesn't have them". NSC has repeatedly
warned of the gathering world economic
fiscal and monetary crisis that is now
engulfing both the former colonial
countries (what we now call the
"developing" world) and the equally
misnamed, "Western" Industrialized
world. No more proof than what is
outlined above is required for even the
least expert in economic affairs to
understand. The debt Meacher
writes of is a double edged sword,
dangling over the heads of everybody
world-wide and perhaps, excepting only
the bankers and bond holders to
whom the above amounts are owed.
Lest there be some mistake, while the
peoples of the debtor (Third World)
countries groan under their
mountainous and for a large part,
unrepayable debt, in turn, the peoples of
the creditor nations, such as the U.S.A.
and the G-7 cabal are already compelled
to guarantee "losses" that might be
incurred. (As we know in Canada, the
whole country is held hostage with a
national debt of $415 billions.) In
addition, with such astronomical
accumulations of capital flowing into
the vaults of the bank-masters, or
international finance capital, it must
in turn be re-invested or become a-dead
zveight and anchor dragging down the 

entire system of capitalism into a new
globally crippling economic crisis of
both a financial and an industrial
production character. The total
responsibility for this abysmal state of
affairs rests squarely on the shoulders of
the monopoly capitalist system, and
those who have lived by it and have
run it ... and included are the merciless
assaults against the peoples of the
Socialist world, as ivell as the
indigenous population of their "own"
capitalist countries. It is that
"ozunership" that will be challenged
in the days ahead! As some wag said,
"this is no racket, this is a system!"

We agree with Einstein
(what could be safer than that?) that
Socialism is relevant, living and of
great importance to all "living
creatures", particularly the species
homo-sapiens, or just plain people. 

WHY
SOCIALISM?

Dr. Albert Einstein

Is it advisable for one who is not
an expert on economic and social 

issues to express views on the subject
of socialism? I believe for a number
of reasons that it is.

Let us first consider the question
from the point of view of scientific
knowledge. It might appear that
there are no essential methodolo­
gical differences between astronomy
and economics: scientists in both
fields attempt to discover laws of
general acceptability for a circum­
scribed group of phenomena in
order to make the interconnection
of these phenomena as clearly
understandable as possible. But in
reality such methodological differ­
ences do exist. The discovery of
general laws in the fields of economics
is made difficult by the circumstance
that observed economic phenomena
are often affected by many factors
which are very hard to evaluate
separately. In addition, the
experience which has accumulated
since the beginning of the so-called
civilized period of human history
has - as is well known - been largely
influenced and limited by causes
which are by no means exclusively
economic in nature. For example,
most of the major states of history
owed their existence to conquest.
The conquering peoples established
themselves, legally and econom­
ically, as the privileged class of the
conquered country. They seized
for themselves a monopoly of the
land ownership and appointed a
priesthood from among their own
ranks. The priests, in control of
education, made the class division of
society into a permanent institution
and created a system of values by
which the people were thenceforth,
to a large extent unconsciously,
guided in their social behavior.

But historic tradition is, so to
speak, of yesterday; nowhere have
we really overcome what Thorstein
Veblen called "the predator}- phase"
of human development. The
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observable economic facts belong to
that phase and even such laws as
we can derive from them are not
applicable to other phases. Since the
real purpose of socialism is precisely
to overcome and advance beyond
the predatory phase of human
development, economic science in its
present state can throw little light
on the socialist society of the future.

Second, socialism is directed
towards a social-ethical end.
Science, however, cannot create
ends and, even less, instill them in
human beings; science, at most,
can supply the means by which to
attain certain ends. But the ends them­
selves are conceived by personalities
with lofty ethical ideals and - if these
ends are not stillborn, but vital and
vigorous - are adopted and carried
forward by those many human
beings who, half unconsciously,
determine the slow evolution of
society.

For these reasons, we should be
on our guard not to overestimate
science and scientific methods when
it is a question of human problems;
and we should not assume that
experts are the only ones who have
a right to express themselves on
questions affecting the organization
of society.

Innumerable voices have been
asserting for some time now that
human society is passing through a
crisis, that its stability has been
gravely shattered. It is characteristic
of such a situation that individuals
feel indifferent or even hostile
toward the group, small or large, to
which they belong. In order to
illustrate my meaning, let me
record here a personal experience.
I recently discussed with an
intelligent and well-disposed man
the threat of another war, which
in my opinion would seriously
endanger the existence of mankind,
and I remarked that only a supra­
national organization would offer 

protection from that danger. There­
upon, my visitor, very calmly and
cooly, said to me: "Why are you so
deeply opposed to the disappearance
of the human race?"

I am sure that as little as a century
ago, no one would have so lightly
made a statement of this kind. It is
the statement of a man who has
striven in vain to attain an equili­
brium within himself and has more
or less lost hope of succeeding. It is
the expression of a painful solitude
and isolation from which so many
people are suffering these days. What
is the cause? Is there a way out?

It is easy to raise such questions,
but difficult to answer them with
any degree of assurance. I must try,
however, as best I can, although I
am very conscious of the fact that
our feelings and strivings are often
contradictory and obscure and that
they cannot be expressed in easy

Man is, at one and the same
time, a solitary being and a social
being. As a solitary being, he attempts
to protect his own existence and
that of those who are closest to him,
to satisfy his personal desires, and
to develop his innate abilities. As a
social being, he seeks to gain the
recognition and affection of his fellow
human beings, to share in their
pleasures, to comfort them in their
sorrows, and to improve their
conditions of life. Only the existence
of these varied, frequently
conflicting, strivings accounts for
the special character of a man, and
their specific combination determines 

the extent to which an individual
can achieve an inner equilibrium
and can contribute to the well-being
of society. It is quite possible that
the relative strength of these two
drives is, in the main, fixed by
inheritance. But the personality that
finally emerges is largely formed by
the environment in which a man
happens to find himself during his
development, by the structure of
the society in which he grows up, by
the tradition of that society, and by
its appraisal of particular types of
behavior. The abstract concept
"society" means to the individual
human being the sum total of his
direct and indirect relations to his
contemporaries and to all the
people of earlier generations. The
individual is able to think, feel,
strive, and work by himself; but
he depends so much upon society -
in his physical, intellectual, and
emotional existence - that it is
impossible to think of him, or to
understand him, outside the frame­
work of society. It is "society" which
provides man with food, clothing,
a home, the tools of work, language,
the forms of thought, and most of
the content of thought; his life is
made possible through the labor
and the accomplishments of the
man millions past and present who
are all hidden behind the small
word, "society".

It is evident, therefore, that the
dependence of the individual upon
society is a fact ofrnature which
cannot be abolished - just as in the
case of ants and bees. However,
while the whole life process of
ants and bees is fixed down to the
smallest detail by rigid, hereditary
instincts, the social pattern and
interrelationships of human beings
are very variable and susceptible
to change. Memory, the capacity
to make new combinations, the
gift of oral communication have
made possible developments among 
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human beings which are not
dictated by biological necessities.
Such developments manifest them­
selves in traditions, institutions,
and organizations; in literature;
in scientific and engineering
accomplishments; in works of art.
This explains how it happens that,
in a certain sense, man can influence
his life through his own conduct
and that in this process, conscious
thinking and wanting can play a
part.

Man acquires at birth, through
heredity, a biological constitution
which we must consider fixed and
unalterable, including the natural
urges which are characteristic of the
human species. In addition, during
his lifetime, he acquires a cultural
constitution which he adopts from
society through communication
and through many other types of
influences. It is this cultural
constitution which, with the passage
of time, is subject to change and
which determines to a very large
extent the relationship between the
individual and society. Modern
anthropology has taught us, through
comparative investigation of so-
called primitive cultures, that the
social behavior of human beings
may differ greatly, depending
upon prevailing cultural patterns
and the types of organization which
predominate in society. It is on this
that those who are striving to
improve the lot of man may ground
their hopes; human beings are not'
condemned, because of their biolo­
gical constitution, to annihilate each
other or to be at the mercy of a cruel,
self-inflicted fate.

If we ask ourselves how the
structure of society and the cultural
attitude of man should be changed
in order to make human life as
satisfying as possible, we should
constantly be conscious of the fact
that there are certain conditions 

which we are unable to modify. As
mentioned before, the biological
nature of man is, for all practical
purposes, not subject to change.
Furthermore, technological and
demographic developments of the last
few centuries have created conditions
which are here to stay. In relatively
densely settled populations with
the goods which are indispensable
to their continued existence, an
extreme division of labor and a
highly-centralized productive
apparatus are absolutely necessary.
The time - which, looking back,
seems so idyllic - is gone forever
when individuals or relatively
small groups could be completely
self-sufficient. It is only a slight
exaggeration to say that mankind
constitutes even now a planetary
community of production and
consumption.

I have now reached the point
where I may indicate briefly what
to me constitutes the essence of the
crisis of our time. It concerns the
relationship of the individual to
society. The individual has become
more conscious than ever of his
dependence upon society. But he
does not experience this dependence
as a positive asset, as an organic tie,
as a protective force, but rather as a
threat to his natural rights, or even
to his economic existence. Moreover,
his position in society is such that
the egotistical drives of his make-up
are constantly being accentuated,
while his social drives, which are
by nature weaker, progressively
deteriorate. All human beings,
whatever their position in society,
are suffering from this process of
deterioration. Unknowingly prisoners
of their own egotism, they feel
insecure, lonely, and deprived of the
naive, simple, and unsophisticated
enjoyment of life. Man can find
meaning in life, short and perilous as
it is, only through devoting himself
to society.

The economic anarchy of
capitalist society as it exists today
is, in my opinion, the real source
of the evil. We see before us a
huge community of producers the
members of which are unceasingly
striving to deprive each other of
the fruits of their collective labor -
not by force, but on the whole in
faithful compliance with legally
established rules. In this respect, it is
important to realize that the means
of production - that is to say, the
entire productive capacity that is
needed for producing consumer
goods as well as additional capital
goods - may legally be, and for the
most part are, the private property
of individuals.

For the sake of simplicity, in the
discussion that follows, I shall call
"workers" all those who do not share
in the ownership of the means of
production - although this does not
quite correspond to the customary
use of the term. The owner of the
means of production is in a position
to purchase the labor power of the
worker. By using the means of
production, the worker produces
new goods which become the
property of the capitalist. The
essential point about this process is
the relation between what the
worker produces and what he is paid,
both measured in terms of real value.
Insofar as the labor contract is "free",
what the worker receives is
determined not by the real value of
the goods he produces, but by his
minimum needs and by the
capitalists' requirements for labor
power in relation to the number of
workers competing for jobs. It is
important to understand that even in
theory, the payment of the worker is
not determined by the value of his
product.

Private capital tends to become
concentrated in few hands, partly
because of competition among the
capitalists, and partly because
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capitalism, whereas, Stalin was the
representative of the progressive,
revolutionary elements of the
world's working class.

In his reference to Boris Yeltsin's
inability to "halt his country's descent
into a chaos reminiscent of that of
Weimar Germany before Adolph
Hitler came to power", Laxer exhibits
the same ignorance of politics and
economics and a consequent inability
to correctly interpret history, which
is common to all apologists for
capitalism. Consequently, he comes
to all the wrong conclusions.

TWO SYSTEMS-TWO WORLDS

There was nothing unique in the
crisis of German capitalism during
the period of the Weimar Republic.
The crisis in Germany was a part of
the economic crisis which affected
the entire capitalist world.

Unemployment was rampant. In
Germany, there were 6 million
jobless. In Great Britain, 3 million;
Canada, 1 1/2 million, and the
United States led the world with
13 million. In fact, the only country
not affected by the crisis was the
Union of Socialist Soviet Republics.

In the U.S.S.R., unemployment
had been abolished in 1928 by the
planned production of Socialism and
did not re-appear until the return to
capitalism with its false economic
policies in the 1990s. The return to
unemployment and poverty was
achieved under the guidance of
Gorbachev, Yeltsin and Yakovlev.
This was supplemented by the
benevolent supervision of Western
imperialism.

The Weimar Republic was a
democracy in the accepted Western
definition of the term. In 1993, the
German capitalist class realized that
they could no longer rule in the "old
way". The working class was
refusing to exist in the "old way".
Seeing that power was slipping out

of their hands and into the hands of
the working class, they, the German
capitalists, directed the then-president
of the "democratic" Weimar
Republic, Field Marxhal von
Hindenburg, to appoint Hitler, as
Chancellor of Germany.

This meant that for weeks prior
to the elections of March 1933, Hitler,
as Chancellor, was in complete
control of the state apparatus. This
power was used to give Hitler an
electoral victory which did not 

represent the wishes of the electorate,
least of all the wishes of the working
class. It represented rather the
wishes of the German capitalist class
and their friends and supporters
among the Western "democracies".

Stalin, on the other hand, was first
elected General Secretary of the
Communist Party of the Soviet
Union at a party congress in 1924.
He maintained that position as a
result of his leadership and guidance
in the building of Socialism at a time
when the U.S.S.R. was encircled
by a hostile capitalist world. He
defended Socialism and its peaceful
development against imperialist
intrigue and provocation: and when
all efforts to maintain peace failed,
he accepted the position of Supreme
Commander of the defence forces of
the Soviet Union. In that capacity, he
led the Soviet Army and the Soviet
people in driving the "invincible"
Nazi war machine from the territory
of the Soviet Union and in the
liberation of the occupied countries
of Eastern Europe.

To state the position differently
is to falsify world history, and it is
precisely this falsification over a
period of seven decades that is
responsible for the morass of political
stupidity and ignorance which
becloud the thinking of present-day
society.

CAPITALISM FRUSTRATED
BY TRUTH

There is nothing that the enemies
of socialism would like so much as
to prove that Socialism had failed
as a political philosophy and as a
political system. But this, they
cannot do. Socialism as it existed in
the U.S.S.R. was an overwhelming
success. The semi-feudal conditions
of existence of the people in the period
of Czarist Russia and the social
conditions of the early 1950s were
worlds apart. (And this in spite of 
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the fact that only five years earlier,
1/3 of the wealth of the country had
been destroyed by the fascist
onslaught of 1941-45.)

THE CAPITALIST ALTERNATIVE

In order to discredit Socialism,
the only propaganda alternative
left to the falsifiers, was to vilify
those who had played a leading role
in the creation of this society. And who
would be a more likely candidate
for this vilification than the person
who had so devoutly carried out the
behests of Lenin and who was the
foremost exponent and defender of
Marxism-Leninism?

And so, the enemies of socialism,
put forward a hitherto unknown
"philosophy" which the perpetrators
of counter-revolution chose to call
"Stalinism", which surpassed all
previous efforts of imperialism to
falsify the history of the 20th century.

Laxer stated that "the taint of
'Stalinism' has diminished the
viability of radical alternatives to
Western capitalism." It is precisely
our point that those imperialists
who perpetuated the demonization
of Stalin, aimed not only to disrupt
the building of Socialism within the
U.S.S.R. and Eastern Europe, but
also, to destroy the effectiveness
of the Communist Parties in the
Western world, and to effect their
disintegration, which in fact, did for
a time, succeed.

It is unfortunate that there are
honest and well meaning people
within the workers' movement who
believe these lies, perpetuate them
and consequently, do the work of
the enemies of progress.

Laxer's tirade is completely
lacking in political or historical
substance and represents only hate
and malice. The purpose behind the
efforts of the present crop of anti­
Socialist propagandists since the
now notorious "revelations" of
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N. Kruschchov is to achieve by
subterfuge, lies and slander, what
capitalism failed to do by blockade,
war and intervention.

CONCLUSION

In a reference to the afore­
mentioned "revelations", Kenneth
Neil Cameron, a biographer of
Stalin and one time leader of the
Canadian League Against War and
Fascism, has this to say: "In the light
of the growing anti-Socialist
influence, we have to view Krusch-
chov's 'speech'. The speech has
nothing to do with Marxism. It does
not examine the class or even the
political forces behind events, but is
a superficial, essentially bourgeois
narration, centred around a personal
vilification of Stalin. Moreover, it is
a reactionary document, applauded
by the world bourgeoisie, and serving
to split the world Communist
community."

It is to be noted that no evidence
has ever been adduced, either by
Kruschchov at the time of his speech,
or by any one since.

In the early days of M.
Gorbachev's presidency, he named
Alexander Yakovlev to head a
committee to investigate and report
on the "crimes" of Stalin. To this day,
this committee has found nothing to
report, because the entire story was
the invention of the intelligence
services of world imperialism.

Future generations will realize
that the so-called "revelations" of
Stalin's "crimes" was the point of the
dagger that, over the years, was
driven into the body of the U.S.S.R.
and Eastern Europe.

Nevertheless, the struggle goes
on between the forces of revolution
and the forces of reaction, the forces of
good, and the forces of evil. Evolution
moves on and carries the revolution
forward. We know the direction in
which we travel.

But where are you going,
Mr. Laxer, with your bourgeois
"liberalism" and your distorted
brand of "socialism"?
