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Dear comrades:

The success of the recently held
Conference and the many proposals
that were made for our future work is
a sign that our work now is needed
more than ever before. You will read
in this special October/November
combined NSC issue: Minutes of all
the 3-day proceedings; all of the
proposals sent from many countries;
all of the resolutions that were
discussed and adopted, after some
heated exchanges of opinions on the
question of interpretation and policy.

Even though the Canadian
government refused visas to many of
our delegates and thus we did not
get their participation and knowledge
of the struggles. Nevertheless the
Conference was lively, productive,
and charted our road ahead until the
Third World Congress in 2010.

There were weaknesses that were
pointed out in the work of the
International Council for Friendship
and Solidarity with Soviet People,
which must be corrected and
improved upon in order for us to be
more effective. There was comradely
criticism of some of the work by the
Soviet Society for Friendship with
Foreign Countries as well as
Northstar Compass - English and
Russian editions.

It is only logical that a Friendship
Society has to deal with different
political interpretations that are held
by its members and delegates that
attend our Conferences and
Congresses.

Regarding the holding of the Third
World Congress, there was
discussion on the proposal made by
the Soviet Friendship Society that it
should be held in Moscow in 2009.
The problem of finances for such an
event was discussed and the Soviet
side let it be known that under the
present political and economic
situation in Russia, they would not be
able to handle the Congress without
financial support from the
International Council.

There was a proposal by the
Chilean delegate that they would be
ready to host the Third World
Congress in April of 2010 in
Santiago, Chile. This excellent
suggestion by the Chilean delegate
Eduardo Artes Brichetti will be
discussed by the Executive
Committee of the International
Council and everyone will be
informed officially when the decision
will be made.

One of the Resolutions that was
adopted unanimously by the
delegates was “The Workers and
Oppressed Peoples of the World
Need a New Communist
International."

Yes, there will be some criticism of
our Friendship Society and of our
unanimous approval for the adoption
of this very important resolution­
appeal! The criticism will not come
from the right-wing forces - because
they know where we stand since
1918 when there were established
“Hands Off Russia Committees” to
help the young Soviet State to
repulse the intervention and the
beginning of building a Socialist
Soviet Union.

Some left-wing and communist
and workers parties will of course
criticize the adoption of this
Resolution But they should ask
themselves this cardinal question:
"Since the dismemberment of the
USSR in 1991 and the yearly get-
togethers of many communist and
workers parties in many meetings
and conference and also their
excellent analyses and
interpretations of Marxism-
Leninism - why is there no unified
stand and policy implemented
against the deadly enemy of
progress, which is Imperialism?”

Capitalism - Imperialism is united
in struggles against progress and
communists all over the world. They
look at us as their enemy! Why
cannot communists-anti-capitalist
elements struggle united against the
enemy - Capitalism-Imperialism as
unified force?

The ONLY answer in our struggles
is UNITY against our common
enemy! Time has long past to put an
end to squabbles amongst the
progressive movements, trying to
prove that they are more Marxists-
Leninists than Marx and Lenin were!

The weapon of Imperialism was

Day 1 of the Conference, October
10,2008

The Conference was opened by
Frank Trampus, the Chairman of the
Toronto branch of the CFSP. In his
concise speech Trampus reminded
the delegates that the goal of the
Conference is the improvement of its
work and its publication and that the
founding principles of the
organization would not be touched.
Comrade Trampus quoted by heart
from Lenin's “What is to be done?”
and reaffirmed that the Conference
would not compromise at the cost of
ideology. The presidium of the
Conference introduced the delegates
and those who could not attend
either due to personal or financial

I reason or because they were denied
; visas to Canada.

This introduction was followed by
the Main Report of the Chairman of 

the ICFSSP and Editor of Northstar
Compass Michael Lucas. Among
the many issues comrade Lucas
addressed were the reasons for
cancelling the congress in Moscow,
NATO’s role in the former Soviet and
neighbouring territories, also the
expansion of the West, the event and
causes of war in South Ossetia, the
importance of the Caucasus region
to the West, past arson of the
Friendship House and hate mail
received shortly after, there not being
enough written contributions from the
NSC subscribers to the magazine,
the suggestion to rename the
organization and a possibility of
organizing the 3rd Congress in
Moscow on Lenin Hills, and the call
for financial help for Russian
organizers of such Congress.
Michael Lucas called upon the
readers of NSC to submit more
articles and to recruit more
subscribers. He also called upon the
delegates to discuss the possibility of 

relocation of the Council to Europe,
and if so, the need for a new
Chairman in Europe.

The report by Victor
Bourenkov was read in absentia.
The report consisted exclusively of
the CC of the Russia Communist
Youth League (Bolshevik)’s
statement on the war in South
Ossetia and did not include any
evaluation by the Chairman of the
Soviet Society for Friendship with
Foreign Countries of the Council’s or
the magazine’s work or plans for the
future. The League’s position was
that this war was a result of the clash
of imperialist powers, the USA and
Russia, driven by their desire for oil
and gas transportation routes. The
author highlighted Russia’s role in
the conflict as a provocateur of
Georgia into an armed conflict and a
state which "did not even think of
protecting its citizens”. The reading
of the report was followed by
discussion, in which it was brought

up that Russia is an imperialist state,
Canada is an imperialist state as
well, the USA, Turkey and Israel
have contributed weapons to
Georgia for this war, and complains
that Russia was not a step closer to
the revolution after this little victory,
as well as others expressing their
support for Russia protecting South
Ossetia, and concluding with the call
not to support any imperialism,
including Indian imperialism which is
preparing aggression against Nepal.

The delegates received
warm revolutionary greetings from
their colleagues from far away
countries, including Turkey and
Chile. The delegate from Chile
Eduardo Artes Brichetti, Editor of
Spanish Edition of NSC. With
gratitude and respect he spoke of the
work of the Council and Comrade
Lucas. For Chilean Marxist-
Leninists, he emphasised, it is
important to learn how socialism was
constructed and how it collapsed.
He reminded the delegates of
Lenin's words that conflicts between
the imperialist countries for markets
will always be there, but that we
must maintain an independent
proletarian line. To this Marina, a
Soviet delegate from Canada,
emphasised that the South Ossetian
conflict was not a simple conflict for
markets and cannot be viewed
simplistically. She stressed that
Russia was led into this US arranged
conflict and the only decision it could
make was to protect the people of
South Ossetia.

Professor Mirko Svoboda
from the Slav Committee of the

Czech Republic brought greetings to
the Conference and warmly thanked
Comrade Lucas for his dedicated
work. He also read a poem in
Russian which was simultaneously
translated by Soviet delegate Peter.
Comrade Svoboda described the
Czech Republic as a puppet of the
USA and referred to the
neighbouring conflicts in Kosovo and
Georgia. He spoke of the close
brotherly relations that the various
Slavic nations had developed with
the USSR and stressed that this
camaraderie goes beyond
Panslavism. Professor Svoboda
said Stalin believed Panslavism was
a tool of imperialism and that no
nation should be oppressed by
another nation. He called for
condemnation of the oppression of
Kosovo, Iraq, Korea, Iran, Cuba,
Afghanistan and Palestine.
Professor Svoboda said the Slav
Committee strictly condemns
Georgian aggression and supports
South Ossetia and Abkhazia in their
independence. ‘We are for
socialism!" concluded Professor
Svoboda and together with Jan
Minar rewarded Michael Lucas,
Michael Celik and Vladimir
Chechentsev with the Medal of
Palacky, the President of the1sl
Slavic Congress in Prague in 1848.

This was followed by the
continuation of discussion of the
roots and consequences of the
conflict in South Ossetia. Dr.
Adelard Paquin asked a rhetorical
question: what would happen if
Russian imperialism did not interfere
in South Ossetia?

Responding to various news
items delegates cheered two farms
in Estonia declaring themselves an
independent Estonian Socialist
Republic and requesting Russia
grant them recognition, yet giggled
sceptically about Vermont’s
discussion of secession led by the
Second Vermont Republic.

Fallou Gueye from the USA
and representing the Union of
African Workers from Senegal
thanked the Executive Committee for
their work in building a strong
organization. He proclaimed that we
should not take it easily that Russia
is destroying the people of Russia,
seeing what this state is doing to its
people internally. Therefore,
continued Gueye, we cannot say
Russia protected its people in South
Ossetia. His talk about oil led to a
storm of applause. Dr. Raphael
Martinez, a scientist from Switzerland
who is fluent in Russian and was
educated in the Soviet Union
congratulated Michael Lucas on his
17-year heroic work of defending
Stalin and brought other examples of
such committed work he is closely
familiar with, Proletarskaya Gazeta
and Zashchita Trade Union. He
called upon the delegates to
continue fighting under the banner of
Stalin. Peter, a Soviet delegate from
Canada, defined the South Ossetian
situation as Russia’s fight for life. He
classified Russia not as an
imperialist state, but as a comprador
such as Bolivia or Argentina, on
which he further developed in his
later presentation. Russia does not
gain markets, but sells them cheap.
He described Russia as a dependant
country with its role in equipping
Afghanistan and pointed to its most
dangerous enemy, the imperialism of
the USA.

The Conference was
honoured by the greeting from the
political prisoner Nadezhda Raks,
which is published in this issue and
concluded with the words: “Long live
our socialist revolution!" A delegate
from Pakistan was not granted a
Canadian visa and instead he sent
his revolutionary greetings and a
poster. A greeting came from Dr.
Angelo D'Angelo in the USA. He
called upon the delegates to steer
the Council into a greater cohesion
and to exploit more actively the
community of Russian immigrants
who demand more Russian
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, newspapers and more Soviet films.

victims of fascism, they forget about

j victims. The Czech Republic and

Yugoslavia were destroyed and
Slavic nations, such as in

Ramon Grajo returned the
i forum to its main subject of
I discussion: how can the Council
j improve its work? He stated that he
I supports the formation of a
I Communist International, if it’s
' formed against the revisionist line.
' He also spoke about the role of the
' anti-imperialist organizations, such

work consists only of publishing the
Russian NSC. Their main work is
with creating and developing
branches. They have three
branches now: in Moscow, Saransk
(Mordovia) and Donetsk (Ukraine).
They have 150 subscribers to
Russian NSC, half of them outside of
Moscow. They have a subgroup of
the Soviet Society called
Venceremos working on solidarity
with Cuba and its prisoners. They
also have a concert studio where
performers play, including the group
Soyuz. The Russian delegates
brought to the Conference’s attention
the fact that none of the communist
parties agreed to participate in the
3rd Congress last time it was being
planned in Moscow. Chechentsev
was asked about his reasons to
resign as a Chairman of the Soviet
Society and why political prisoners of
Russia and the republics do not get

Donchenko responded that the main
reason why no communist party In
the former USSR has supported the
International Council and NSC is
because today there is not a single
party of the Lenin type on the
territory of the former USSR. Only
the Latvian Socialist Party is close,
but they did not have enough
information regarding them. All
parties formed after the fall of the
USSR have been formed of former
CPSU members and their features
are clear inability and lack of desire
to work for revolution, said
Chechentsev and Donchenko. They
quoted Lenin on this from ”On the
Tasks of the 3rd International" saying
that there was no party of
revolutionary communists and they
could not expect their leadership.
Chechentsev and Donchenko
continued that the decisive role must
depend on the working class. These
parties have a sectarian character.
They are small organizations with
weak connections to workers’
movement.
Ray O. Light replied that real
communists will find ways to involve
the masses into the struggle and that
not every fighter must be a
communist. Fallue Gueye
concretized the question to the
Russian delegates and asked to
describe the situation from the
bottom and illustrate what have they 
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as ILPS, International Migrants'
Alliance and others, which combined
are larger in their scope than
communist organizations. He
reminded that those organizations
who are members of the
International Council, even though
not communist parties, do accept the

l Council’s credo. Delegate Grajo
called for anti-imperialist unity. He
also suggested that Soviet people
organise their migrants abroad as
the Filippinos do.

Question 10 of the agenda
was discussed - Union of Soviet
Friendship Society for Friendship
with Countries Abroad - their
successes and problems of setting
up branches in the former Soviet
Republics. How to overcome this
problem? Why hasn’t there been an
endorsement by the leadership of
most of these Communist Parties in
ex-USSR of the work of the
International Council and that of the
NSC for 16 years? How can we
improve this situation?

Michael Lucas led in the
raising of the perennial question: the
Soviet Society cannot exist in Russia
alone. He complimented the
Moscow team on their work with the
Russian NSC and in the Moscow
branch of the Soviet Society, yet
rightfully asked: why is there no or
very few branched established in
other Soviet republics? He also uouorn ano musrraie wnai_r,av“
pointed out that the Council cannot tried that did not work. Done
hold a Congress in Moscow if the clarified that it is a wro gI
Soviet Society is not working towards .impression that the Soviet o y
it. Comrade Lucas asked not to
criticise or to single out individuals,
but to put thoughts together in order
to find a solution in this common
work. He highlighted that the
Council is not blaming anyone
personally and that it understands
that the financial side of the problem
is atrocious.

The former Chairman of the

as much attention in their work as
the Cuban prisoners. Chechentsev
also faced the question whether
there were any tensions between
him and the new Chairman Victor
Bourenkov, to which he responded
that there were none. The Russian
delegates were asked about the
hands on role of their new Chairman
Bourenkov.

In the discussions, Manik
Mukherjee from India pointed out
that communists should know how to
swim against the current, not find
excuses and that the questions
asked were not fully answered.
Ramon Grajo thanks the Russian
delegates for their frankness which
was long overdue. He said that the
Council is short of information on
what is going on in Russia and with
the Soviet Society there. Andrey, a
Soviet youth living in Canada,
addressed the root of the problem
being the lack of a youth movement
in Russia, Ukraine (the countries he
recently visited) and the world (with
Canada as an example). He pointed
out some of the causes of apathy
and ignorance of youth in Canada as
affluence and alcohol, while he drew
several examples of youth
organization in the former USSR,
including AKM. A timely question,
leading to some solution came from
Sonia Boshko from the USA: Tell us
why are you different? What brought
you to NSC and conscious thinking?
Let others follow your example.
Andrey thanked first off all his
parents for raising him as a Soviet
citizen and an independently thinking
individual. Andrey also appreciated
his abstinence from parties and
drinking. “How to achieve this? - A
change of culture is needed in
Canada. One cannot be an
individual. We do not live in a forest.
As long as a person lives in a
society, he is a social being, not an
individual.” Ray O. Light picked up
on this beautiful speech and
suggested that shifting
responsibilities to younger people is
what may help the Soviets.

The delegates made
presentations about the situations
and political struggle in their
countries. A representative of the
Marxist-Leninist Party of
Turkey/Northern Kurdistan briefly
outlined her parties history and
milestones of struggle. In Turkey
any social opposition faces brutal 

oppression, she said. It is the state
policy to negate the Kurdish nation.
The national liberation struggle is
being led by the PKK. Turkish forces
had entered Southern Kurdistan and
retreated. Guerrillas recently
attacked a police station and Turkish
soldiers were killed. The delegate
described modern technologies the
states are using today such as
thermo-cameras. Also recently 5
Kurdish newspapers were banned in
Turkey. However, none of this can
stop the democratic struggle. She
spoke about the Ergenekon trial and
the party's call on workers to follow
the trial closely and observe it. The
delegate stated that in Turkey
absolutely nothing happens without
the USA. Turkey is part of the USA’s
Greater Middle East project which is
failing in Iraq and Afghanistan where
resistance is growing. Without
conquering the Middle East it will be
hard for the US to keep their
hegemonic role. The USA is no
longer interested in creating a
separate Kurdish state in Iraq. The
PKK is an obstacle to US
imperialism’. As for an attack on Iran,
it is not so much on the US’ agenda
now. The MLKP does not think it will
happen soon. They are trying to
reach some agreement with the
forces there. Revolutionary forces
do not support the negotiations of
Abbas with Israel. Imperialism will
never solve the problems, but only
diminish them. Ergenekon is done in
agreement of AKP and army
together. The delegate also spoke
about the dockyard resistance in
Turkey. 111 workers died due to
lack of safe working conditions on
the dockyards. The workers respond
with strikes. The delegate stated
that NSC is an important platform,
which brings together revolutionary
forces from different countries. She
confirmed that their party will
continue their modest contribution
with articles. The party recognises
the urgent need for anti-imperialist
forces to unite on a regional level.
The conclusion: “We have a common
enemy - imperialism” was saluted
with a standing ovation.

This presentation was
followed by a myriad of questions
and just as many answers. A
parallel was drawn between the
Turkish dockyard workers strikes and
their US counterparts’ struggle. The
presenter highlighted the importance 

of the party standing by its workers
and leading them, such as in Turkey
where trade unions are often
forbidden, there is a lot of
subcontracting and it is hard to
organise. The delegate spoke highly
of the communists of Azerbaijan,
where to resist a more militant more
proactive role of communists is a
must. Old "communist” forces there
are passive. As for the more active
ones, evep a Che Guevara meeting
was attacked. She saluted the
communists of Azerbaijan who in
2007 took to the streets on May Day
for the first time in many years.

Ramon Grajo presented a
report about the situation in the
Philippines. This country is full of
targeted killings and disappearances,
especially killing of the leaders of
legal organizations. Under such
conditions the country's main export
.is its people. 10% of the population
have emigrated. Newspaper
distribution is run by criminals. The
country may face martial law.

Dr. Adelard Paquin's
presentation is being published in
full. George Gruenthal, NSC
Website Editor, spoke about the USA
being the #1 imperialist power. He
mentioned the resistance in Iraq and
Afghanistan and Latin America being
in the process of transformation.
Gruenthal discussed the beginnings
of the revival of the working class
movement in the USA. He recalled
the historic May Day in Chicago and
the struggle for an 8 hour work day
and today’s May Day revival by the
immigrants. Delegate Gruenthal
talked about some very recent
developments, such as the $700
Billion of people’s hard earned
money being given away and the
new round of layoffs about to come.

A new Ethiopian comrade
living in Canada greeted the
assembly.

The evening ended with a
supper masterfully created by John
Baby, watching of a video from

• Moscow about the events of 1993,
playing revolutionary and Soviet
music, friendly discussions and
visiting by some delegates of the CN
Tower.

Zbignew Wiktor made a
presentation about the situation in
Poland, which is being published as
a separate article. Jan Minar from
Prague in his presentation noted that
the situation in the Czech Republic is
very similar to that in Poland. He
said the Czech government is the
most reactionary. They are servants
of US imperialism. 70% of the
people are against the US military
bases. These bases can lead to a
big conflict with Russia and possibly
China. They have campaigns in the
Czech Republic against them.

Michael Celik proposed
creation of an organization “Nations
with Socialist Heritage" which would
appeal to a broad range of people in
China, Laos, Cambodia, Vietnam
and others. They used to live under
hammer and sickle systems and they
still like them.

Alexander Krasheninnikov
asked Zbignew Wiktor about anti-
Semitism in Poland, oppression of
minorities and what the government
does about it. This question was not
addressed due to the Polish
delegate’s elaborate attention to
other questions, such as the
economic situation in Poland. The
speaker reported that there are
300,000 homeless people living
under the bridges in Poland; 300-500
of them die every winter. He spoke
of the rising role of the Communist
Party and new trade unions.
However, a high percentage of
workers do not have a trade union.
Wiktor affirmed that it is not a
revolutionary situation in Poland
today. He expanded on the topic of
the Catholic Church exploiting the
situation to its advantage. He said
there are neo-Nazis and skinheads
in Poland, but not many. Most
people are against the American
military bases. There is a strong
peace movement composed of
young people from various social,
anarchist and peace-loving
backgrounds. Helen Lucas raised a
concern about all the homeless and
dying people and inquired about the
role of the Catholic Church in
improving their fate. A lengthy
response suggested the Catholic
Church is not doing much to help the

i poor. To this Ray O. Light
■ proclaimed that the Catholic Church 
8

has the blood of those dying Polish
people on their hands and said not to
confuse pacifism with socialism.
Raising the socialist banner is
important. This is where the
International Council plays a role,
concluded Ray O. Light. The
delegate from Chile Eduardo Artes
said Chilean communists solution to
the problem of achieving socialism is
struggle of the masses. In Chile,
they apply historical materialism in
their struggle. He noted that lack of
real communists and ideas hurts
them most. The delegate from
Turkey called upon the Conference
participants to propagate socialism
among the masses, to explain to
people what happened really
happened in the Soviet Union, to
explain why we suffered this defeat.
People are looking for an alternative.
We have to tell the people that the
only alternative is socialism, she
continued. NSC plays role in
educating people about what
happened and happens in the Soviet
Union. She said imperialism caused
many ethnic tensions on the territory
of the former USSR and nationalism.
The real brotherhood of the peoples
was undermined starting with
Khrushchev. All these nations have
the same enemy - imperialism. The
workers live in different countries, but
their destiny is similar. Unity is
needed, if not on the International
level, than on the anti-imperialist,
proclaimed the delegate. This
comment was followed by a wild
round of applause, exclamations

Manik Mukherjee from All India
Anti-Imperialist Forum - India

“She is right!" and kisses by the
Presidium.

Adding to the discussion of
the role of the Catholic Church,
Ramon Grajo illustrated some
examples of its activities in the
Philippines, such as gambling,
romanticising pacifism, poverty,
holding evangelical training in
military schools and using in its
deeds step by step organizing
methods the Church borrowed from
Lenin.

Michael Lucas called upon
Polish and Czech comrades to
establish Friendship Societies in their
countries and expand work for
friendship with the Soviet people.
Ramon Grajo supported this
direction by calling upon all Eastern
European contributors to the work of
the International Council to provide
the Council with contacts, not
necessarily to create Friendship
Societies, but to participate in the
Council as trade unions, women’s
organizations and personalities.
Fallou Gueye challenged the
delegates from Poland and the
Czech Republic to expand on what
they have done in terms of creating
an association and any work towards
the Council. Ray O. Light agreed
with the Turkish delegate that a
united anti-imperialist front is
needed, if a socialist one is not
possible.

A question was brought to
the Council to include in the agenda
a discussion on whether the name of
the organization should be changed
from ’’Soviet’’ to “Russian”. Since the
Soviet Union no longer exists, some
contributors and subscribers felt it
would be more adequate to name
the organization International Council
for Friendship and Solidarity with the
Russian People. After an active
debate it was moved, seconded and
decided by the overwhelming
majority for the name of the Council
to remain as is: International Council
for Friendship and Solidarity with the
Soviet People. Among the reasons
brought up by the supports of the
original name were the following. We
have discussed this question before,
why come back to it? (Dr. Paquin) A
change of name can feed Russian
nationalism (Grajo). It would exclude
other Soviet republics. “Changing of
the name would be the first step
towards destruction of our
organization. I am Soviet. I was 



born in the last years of the Soviet
Union" (Andrey). Changing of the
name will eliminate all revolutionary
content. I was lucky to be born in the
Soviet Union. The Soviet Union is
alive until the last of the Soviet
people lives” (Marina). “The "Soviet”
name contrasts us with the
nationalist groups in the republics
and highlights our socialist character.
What is ‘the Russian people’? Putin
and Medvedev belong to the Russian
people too" (Donchenko).

Helen Lucas presented the
financial report which had been
verified by an accountant. The
report covering seven years
demonstrated that every year the
expenses of printing and mailing
NSC are at least 15 times greater
than the income from 'Its
subscriptions. Most of the issues of
the magazine which go overseas are
being sent free of charge. NSC goes
for free to 78 countries. From the
financial perspective, Northstar
Compass and the International
Council exist due to some donations
and the enormous material support
of the Carpatho-Russian Society in
Canada. The numbers presented in
the report did not include the rent -
the Carpatho-Russian Society allows
the Council to use their expensive
building downtown Toronto for free,
and the labour of the most committed
communists Helen and Michael
Lucas.

During this discussion it was
mentioned that comrades in Chile
print and distribute 2000 copies of
NSC in Spanish. 50% of the cost is
subsidised by the International
Council and 50% the Chilean
comrades raise themselves.

Helen Lucas complimented
Dr. Paquin’s solid work on the
French edition of NSC. She also
expressed her original astonishment
having seen the fantastic Chilean
version of the magazine, which she
thought was even better than the
English edition. She also thanked
the Moscow team for their excellent
job on the Russian NSC.

The two largest contributors
of funds to NSC and to the
International Council, Sonia Boshko
from the USA and a comrade from
India, were each awarded a samovar
and thanked for their enormous
dedication and generosity. Sonia
Boshko also received a gift from
Fallou Gueye sent to her from the 

workers of Senegal for her regular
financial contributions to their anti­
imperialist movement. Ramon Grajo
pointed out that the donations
comrades made are not money fallen
from the sky, it is also the result of
sweat and hard labour. Boshko is a
retired teacher and it is her labour
that supports the International
Council and its struggle. Michael
Lucas honoured other sponsors of
NSC, such as Albert Thut and Ed
Mirvish, who passed away and
shared regarding their relationships
with the Council.

Following the financial
report, Sonia Boshko pledged $5,000
to Northstar Compass and called
upon delegates to follow her
example, which they did. As a result,
almost $9,000 was collected that
evening. The most precious
contribution came from the second
youngest participant of the
Conference, a Soviet teenager in
Canada, Andrey, who proudly
donated all the money he had: $20.

Eduardo Artes from Chile,
Editir of the Spanish Edition of NSC
made a presentation about political
situation in Chile. He said all the so
called democratic governments did
nothing but enhance the Pinochet
system. The constitution adopted in
Pinochet’s time is still active in Chile
today. Multinationals are making
more profit than before only with the
pictures of Allende in front of them.
The organization Artes represents
measures its success not by how
many groups it includes, but by their

political influence. Their organization
translates Northstar Compass under
the "Back to the future!” logo. They
hand out the 2,000 NSC issues on
the streets and in demonstrations.
Artes said that NSC is the organ
of ideological culture they are for.

Donchecko asked regarding the
differences between the two main
communist parties in Chile. Artes
answered that one is revisionist and
social-democratic, and his party is
Marxist-Leninist.

An email from Michael
Opperskalski was read in which he
greeted the Conference, expressed
his regrets for not being able to
participate in person due to the threats
received, from a Zionist organisation
in Canada, proposed several
resolutions, spoke against the
International Council taking upon the
challenge of establishing a new
International and against adopting a
resolution about it, as well as urging
the delegates to explore possibilities
of future meetings in Europe or
Venezuela. Opperskalski concluded
his message with: Long live the
struggle for socialism! Long live the
struggle against Zionism!

Michael Lucas read
greetings to the Conference from
Barry Zwicker, a Canadian writer and
journalist, former head of Vision TV,
whose dedicated work in exposing
the 9/11 cover-up is broadly known.
Stalin’s voice recorded in 1941 was
played.

A message of greeting was
read from high school students in
Chile. They thanked us for receiving
Northstar Compass and asked for
more articles on Marx and Lenin, on
Rosa Luxemburg, Che Guevara,
history of the USSR, life of Stalin,
history of the 1st International,
folklore, cultures of the USSR, more
on Latin America and the world.

A message was read from
Slovakia which is being published in
NSC with all other greetings.

Discussion of Northstar Compass
and its Future

A Soviet delegate member
from Canada, Marina, spoke about
the importance of transition of the
magazine to Internet and to using
electronic technologies in its
distribution. She spoke of the cost of
publishing. “Can we afford this cost
and labour?" She said a website will
expand our audience. She I

suggested conducting a survey
among the readers about their
preference. Internet would be a
suitable place for announcements
and will keep the connection alive
and attractive. Commentaries by the
readers after the articles would be
helpful, as well as references to
friendly websites. As a professional
web programmer Marina volunteered
her help. Donchenko informed the
Conference that in Russia internet
connections are not common and
many people do not even have
computers, especially outside of
Moscow. She also said that political
etiquette requires an organization to
have its printed publication,
otherwise it is not taken seriously.
She mentioned that a magazine
handed to a person is a live link to a
recruiter, unlike the Internet. Ramon
Grajo stated that the Council should
not maintain this level of printing and
mailing. He recommended to keep
printing for new recruits and put
money to other uses. If we are to
continue sending free magazines to
others, there should be an equal
exchange of literature. Ray 0. Light
insisted there must political
leadership decided upon first for this
transition to a new media, not merely
technical leadership. He also
mentioned that Internet access is
very restricted outside of Moscow
and that the Council would cut out a
lot of its audience. People will not
visit the site regularly. Both versions
are needed. Fallou Gueye pointed
out that the magazine is a tool for

I organizing people around it. He also
proposed to ask the readers to pay
for the magazine, at least in part.
Eduardo Artes highlighted that the
goal of the magazine is political
struggle, not to take care of
ourselves. He urged the Council to
continue perfecting the printed
version while doing some transition
to the Internet. He thanked the
Council for financial help to the
Spanish edition and said they do not
work for themselves, but for the
revolution.

This discussion was
postponed by the greetings from
Garry Shillington from the Canadian
Automobile Workers Union (retired).
Shillington said in his 30 years in the
union the best they could do was
promote the NDP (New Democratic
Party, Canada's social democratic 

party), but he himself is much more
left than this. He works in the
poorest communities of Canada and
contributes to them in many ways.

The discussion on the future
of NSC continued. Lucas brought to
the delegates’ attention that readers
in 78 countries receive NSC and do
not pay for it, do not say thank you
and do not ask to stop sending it.
Grajo calculated that with 186 issues
going to Russia monthly for free, plus
international postage, the Council is
spending $345+ per year per person.
Various suggestions were discussed,
such as printing in other countries
where it is cheaper, mailing NSC as
one package for local distribution
(which is not cheaper than direct
mailing). A package of 60
magazines goes to Australia for
$350, the Australians redistribute it
locally. This is not cheaper than
sending the NSC individually. A
Committee was elected for gradual
and partial transition of Northstar

Compass to electronic publishing
and more efficient printing and
distribution of the magazine. The
Committee consists of George
Gruenthal, Larisa Schirba, Marina,
Michael Lucas, Frank Trampus,
Maria Donchenko and Peter.

Greetings were read from
the readers in Moldavia who have
been reading NSC for ten years.
They have contacted Moscow
Society, but do not receive Russian
NSC.

Peter, a Soviet delegate
member in Canada, made a
presentation about the role of Russia
not as an imperialist power, but as a
comprador regime and a back seat
semi-colonial capitalist state. This
presentation is being published in
full. It caused a stir and a lively
debate. The debate on whether or
not Russia is an imperialist state,
developed predominantly along the
questions of production and
industrial ownership. "Russia is a

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victim of world imperialism. We used
to be strong. If the destruction of the
country continues, in 50 years
Russia will be a deoendant state like
the Philippines," said Peter. Other
speakers, such as Mukherjee, Grajo,
Ray O. Light, Turkish delegate,
Gruenthal and Donchenko disagreed
and considered Russia not a victim,
but a weak imperialist state.

A Question about the future
Congress was discussed.

A message from Viktor
Bourenkov was read saying that the
Soviet Friendship Society in Moscow
will provide the venue for the 3rd
Congress if the International Council
in Canada covers the cost of this
Congress The Treasurer Helen
Lucas said the main sponsor, the
Society of Carpatho-Russian

Canadians, cannot help anymore for
the Congress to be held in Moscow.
Their resources are limited and they
have contributed generously so far.
If organizations in some countries
want to hold a Congress, they should
do it with their own efforts. She
called upon the Russian delegates to
be more independent. Ray O. Light
said that if Bourenkov and Moscow
comrades are willing to provide
venue, if Canada gives money, then
something is suspicious about this.
Grajo noted that political will and
desire is needed to hold the
Congress in Moscow. “If the will is
not there than what is the point of
holding the Congress there?" he
added. Chilean delegate Artes said
Chilean comrades could hold a
Congress for half the cost of what it
would take in Moscow.

Donchenko read a proposed
appeal to the American people about
the Cuban 5. Lucas expressed a
concern that the Soviet Friendship
Society in Moscow is more
concerned and active about Cuban
prisoners than about the Soviet
prisoners in Russia, Palestinian or
other countries’ political prisoners.

Ray O. Light called for more
work with Soviet immigrants.

Peter announced his start of
political seminars on the subject of
Socialism and What Happened to the
USSR, in Friendship House
beginning November 9, 2008, which
have been advertised in immigrant
newspapers. He expects a few
dozen people to attend.

Grajo gave a toast to all
political prisoners from Abu Ghraib to
India and Turkey. “We will free
them!" He also gave a toast to open
a new era of proletarian revolution.

The evening ended with
another delicious culinary
contribution from John Baby, Soviet
videos, concert and sing-a-long by
Kosta Parousis, his Greek friends,
Maria Donchenko and Alexander
Krasheninnikov, playing
revolutionary and Soviet music,
dancing and more discussions and
reinforcing of friendships.

Day 3 of the Conference, October
12, 2008

Delegates visited Niagara
Falls where they drove in a rented
school bus and sang Soviet songs all
the way to the falls and back, led by
the mighty baritone of Alexander
Krasheninnikov and by Vladimir
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Chechentsev, both of whom can
compete in knowing more Soviet
songs and still there would be no
winner. The youngest participant of
this Conference, 11 year old Soviet
Canadian Anton, joined the
delegates on this trip so he could
sing Soviet songs, among them his
favourite “Tri Tankista". Political
discussions continued on the bus,
with the Turkish delegate in
particular being bombarded with
questions about her party's struggle
faster than she could respond to
them. The trip strengthened the
relationships and newly-born and
developing friendships.

Upon return all Conference
delegates discussed resolutions and
all of the adopted ones are being
published in full. Due to lack of time,
the resolutions were reviewed and
adopted by the entire Conference,
instead of the resolution committee
doing it. Lucas proposed opened the
floor for elections of a new Editor, but
there were no nominees and
everyone asked him to continue
holding the position due to his doing
an excellent job.

What used to be the key
purpose of this meeting
improvements to Northstar Compass
- was shrunk to a hasty discussion
towards the end of the Conference.
Delegates were given an opportunity
to express their thoughts on the
improvements of the publication in
precisely 2 minutes each. Among
many valuable suggestions there
were: gradual increase of the
publication in the website;
distribution of issues or articles in
PDF; room for discussion on the site;
more international material, not just
Soviet; focus on the USSR, not
worldwide; focus on anti-imperialist
struggle internationally; articles from
other progressive movements; direct
relation to the struggle of the working
class; balance between historical
material and contemporary; more
articles on Europe; inspiration of
more subscriptions; improvement of
paper; explanation of abbreviations;
avoiding misuse of words; creative
distribution; book reviews; provide
ideological guideline as to what
happened with the Soviet Union;
computer support for the Editor;
more focus as to the Council’s
position reflected in the choice of
articles; more focus on what is to be
done; more articles on practical 

actions. These are suggestions from
11-year old Anton who also
addressed the Conference with a
passionate speech calling upon the
adults to take into account children’s
opinions: better connection to
readers through learning their
opinions via more interactive
website; concrete descriptions, not
just slogans; assessments of trends;

Dear comrades and friends:

On behalf of the Executive
Committee of the International
Council and of the Editorial Board of
Northstar Compass, I welcome you
to this very important International
Council Conference at this
Friendship House that symbolizes
our dedication to Socialism and the
rebirth of the Soviet Union! Our
Slogan is correct, especially at this
time - BACK TO THE FUTURE!
BACK TO THE USSR!

I would especially like all of you
to welcome those comrades who
are here for the first time in Toronto,
Canada, at this Friendship House -
from Russia, Ukraine, Brazil, Chile,
India, Turkey-North Kurdistan,
Byelorussia, Czech Republic,
Senegal, North Ireland and Iran.
Dear friends - let us show them a
warm welcome.

This International Conference is
extremely important because much
has transpired since our Second
World Congress was held here in
Toronto in 2005 - not only regarding
our Friendship work, but in the
political, economic and military
confrontations all over the world
caused by Imperialism in its quest 

for complete dominance of this
planet.

As you might be aware of the
decision that was taken by the
Executive Committee of the
International Council and also with
great cooperation by the Soviet
Society for Friendship with Foreign
Countries, to hold the Third World
Congress in Moscow in 2007, on the
90th Anniversary of the Great
October Revolution. Everyone was
enthused at this once in-a-lifetime
opportunity and plans were well on
the way to accomplish this great
event. But what happened? Why
was this Third World Congress
cancelled? What was the reason?
The Soviet Friendship Society was
cooperating with the head of the
Russian Academy of Sciences in
Moscow, Professor Dzhohadze who
started to organize this event and he
was in constant correspondence
with the International Council and
myself as Chairman. Those of you,
who read NSC at that time, would
know of the plans being proposed
by Dzhohadze. He always called me
a Professor, no matter how many
times I told him I am not a professor!
But I still remained a Professor to
him!

Dzhohadze himself then
appointed 13 Russian Professors to
be in the Third World Congress
Presidium, including the revisionist
Zyuganov of the CPRF. He did not
include anyone else from the
International Council members who
were elected by the Second World
Congress, only myself! In other
words, his plans and those behind
this scheme was to take over and
promote their own political platform
at this Third World Congress in
Moscow! I immediately informed all
of the elected members of the
International Council and of the
Editorial Board of Northstar
Compass of this, and asked for their
opinion about holding this Third
World Congress under these
conditions. The Council and
Editorial Board members all agreed
UNANIMOUSLY to cancel this Third
World Congress in 2007.

Of course Professor Dzhohadze 

in the Russian press blamed us and
myself in particular for this
cancellation - overlooking the
unanimous decision taken by ALL
the elected members who were
elected by the Second World
Congress!

Dear friends:
The situation in the world now is

not only complex and dangerous,
but it is also an opportunity for the
progressive and anti-imperialist
forcers to solidify their efforts in this
struggle for peace in a more
cohesive, meaningful and united
way. In this struggle, we as the
International Council for Friendship
and Solidarity with Soviet People
have a big role to play in helping the
Soviet people to again become the
bulwark for peace and to stand
against the growing menace of US-
NATO road towards fascism!

Much has been written about the
temporary demise of the USSR, and
this includes Northstar Compass,
which many times is criticized even
by some Communist leadership -
telling us that we should be only
friends and leave the struggles to
the Communist Parties. But friends
are friends because they care about
each other and are trying to help
one another! By constructive
criticism you are a real friendl

I would like to quote a few lines
from a leaflet that was issued in the
US about forty years ago by the
“Youth For Stalin” movement which
expresses exactly what the present
situation is now: “Since the death
of Stalin, the two main
characteristics of the international
situation have been the
contradiction between the
oppressed nations and US
Imperialism and the development of
a policy in some socialist countries
of ongoing betrayal of the world
oppressed nations based on the
growing ascendancy of the national
bourgeois class in those socialist
countries.”

These were prophetic words
since the socialist camp is no more,
and in its place was the birth of
exploitative raw capitalism and
growing cooperation with US
Imperialism at the expense of the
oppressed peoples of the world.

But the growing protests, the
strikes, the demonstrations and the
liberation struggles are ongoing in
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many countries of the world and in
some they are successful and act as
an example to other struggling
movements and nations.

Besides Iraq and Afghanistan
suffering death and destruction
under the heels of US imperialism
and NATO, the events and the
causes of the conflict in Georgia are
fresh in our minds. We know that
US imperialism, promised that
Georgia would be invited to join
NATO, but after the intervention of
Russia, this promise has been
quietly shelved, even though US-
NATO will not admit it. This means
that if Georgia does not join NATO,
Ukraine will have to think twice.

In this way, this is
meant to bury any idea amongst
these people of the rebirth of the

NSC.

Dear comrades and friends:

This International Council
Conference should try to tackle and
solve some of the following tasks.
Most of these tasks are listed in the
Agenda and I would urge all of you
to take part in the discussions.

‘How do we try and solve the
problem of direct and indirect
subterfuge, innuendo and very
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serious criticism of the International
Council for Friendship and Solidarity
with Soviet People and Northstar
Compass for dealing with political
issues or criticizing the present
leadership of Russia, Ukraine,
Byelorussia and other former
republics? Some comrades tell us
that we should not be critical of
Russia since we are a Friendship
Society - we are not a political
party.

Of course the disunity in the
Communist movement in Russia
(with 27 Communist -Workers
Parties existing there) affects our
work in trying to convince our
members and friends and trying to
gain new members, and trying to
convince them that there is a future
when unity will be achieved.
Disunity, fragmentation in all of
the Communist-Workers Parties
affects the work of friendship,
progress and the united struggle
against world imperialism. How
was British Imperialism and its
Empire built if not on Divide and
Rule

The working class has an enemy -
Capitalism! To fight it, it must be
united!
Imperialism is united against
Communism - to them this is the
enemy!
Then why are we struggling
amongst ourselves instead of
against the enemy?
Are we trying to prove to each other
that some of us are more Marxists,
Leninists and Stalinists than they
were! Who benefits from this
internal struggle?

The answer dear comrades is an
absolute need to establish a
Communist International! There will
be a resolution that will be proposed
towards this noble aim.

Another weak point which should
be addressed and discussed by us
an the Soviet delegates is: What is
the reason that up to now the
decision adopted unanimously by
the Second World Congress was
that the Soviet Friendship Society
with Foreign Countries should
establish Friendship Society
Branches in all or most of the former
Soviet Republics in order to have a
common strategy and, together with
the International Council and NSC 

to help the Soviet People know that
they are not alone in their daily
struggles to resurrect the USSR!

So far as we are aware, having
correspondence with Ukraine and
Byelorussia and other former
republics, no attempt was made to
establish this Soviet Friendship
Society with Foreign Countries. This
should be rectified as quickly as
possible.

In this regard I would like to point
out that Manik Mukherjee from India
at the Second World Congress
made this Appeal to all delegates
from 14 countries present - and
this Appeal was adopted
unanimously:

"All Worker's and Communist
Parties of different countries, as well
as anti-imperialist forces in struggles
for developing militant peace
movements against war and
exploitation, must face the task to
quickly develop and promote in their
countries the establishment of
Society for Friendship and
Solidarity with Soviet People to
express their fraternity and solidarity
to the Soviet people in their
struggles against the present
counterrevolutionary bourgeois
regimes that usurped power and
hiding under the cloak of patriotic
nationalism and democracy.”

Dear comrades, the criticism by
some Communist parties and their
leaders aimed at us is this- “You are
mixing into our domain and you 

must be neutral in the struggles"
Well, our fathers and grandfathers
in 1918 here in Canada and in
many other countries of the world in
1918 established "Hands Off Russia
Committee" and during World War II
the “Aid To Russia Committee” -
history proved that they were
correct, even though most of them
were not Communists, but they
supported the Soviet Union,
Socialism, Stalin and looked to the
USSR as the only country defending
the interests of the working class!

got many subscribers in Russia and
in some other former Soviet
Republics. We have several hundred
subscribers.

regularly. We make most articles in
Russian NSC available on-line.

COORDINATION IN RUSSIA
We keep ties with a number of

We wrote many times about the
International Council for Friendship
and Solidarity with Soviet People and
the Northstar Compass journal, with
which we have contacts for many
years.

There were many delegates
that were refused visa by the
Canadian government.

We gathered in a very nicely 

decorated hall with Soviet posters - •
slogans, plus photographs and very
many oil paintings by Michael Lucas
the Chairman of the International
Council and Editor of the English
Edition of Northstar Compass. There
is a very extensive library of Soviet
books, a video library of Soviet
Videos, DVD’s, CD’s and Tapes of
Soviet music. As Michasel Lucas
said: "This is a little part of USSR in
far away Canada!”

The Conference was opened by
Frank Trampus, Chairman of the
Toronto Branch of the Canadian
Friends of Soviet People. The Main
Conference Report was given by
Michael Lucas, Chairman of the
International Council and Editor of
NSC.

This was followed by heated
discussions about successes and
weaknesses of the work from many
countries. There were reports by the
Russian French and Spanish Editors
of NSC.

Strangely
that a few observers just wanted to
put the blame on Georgia and
absolve Putin and Medvedev of any
blame. These observers wanted this
to be deleted from the resolution.
This proposal was defeated.

There were many resolutions
adopted after full discussion, which
are published here in NSC in full.

On Sunday October 12th the
Canadian hosts arranged by bus an
excursion to Niagara Falls for all the
delegates and observers. This
natural wonder is a worldwide tourist
attraction and it is a pleasure to see
a rainbow over the Niagara Falls
through the mist while the rushing
water is cascading from 53 meters
above.

In conclusion I would like to say a 
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few words - that Michael Lucas is
not only the Chairman . of the
International Council for Friendship
and Solidarity with Soviet People and
Editor of Northstar Compass, but a
musician-orchestra leader and an
artist. Two of his paintings were won
in a raffle for all of the delegates and

Dear Comrades!

I would like to clarify the current

situation in Russia and the former

republics of USSR, because our

course of action depends on a

correct understanding of this

situation. Presently there are two

prevalent points of view that are

aggressively promoted by Russian

and Western mass media.

The first point of view is that

Russia is currently at the stage of

‘young’ or ‘wild’ capitalism, and with

the time approximately 50-100 years

it should progress to a western-style 

capitalist society with all underlying

attributes such as ‘democracy’, trade

unions, welfare, a middle class and

so on. This model has dominated the

media for about 15 years after

‘perestroika’.

The other widespread point of

view states that Russia is a

reincarnating superpower headed by

patriotic KGB agents, a-la 'Russia

rises from its knees’. This model is

being actively promoted in Russia
and is also getting popular in the

West, since it can be used by

western powers to create for a public

a demonized enemy, an ‘Empire of

Evil # 2’ of sorts.

Well, I have to disappoint you.

The situation is very different. In

Russia, power is currently in the

hands of an established comprador

dictatorship regime. This is not

‘young capitalism’ as many believe,

but a backseat semi-colonial

capitalism, similar to the one in the

Philippines, Salvador or Nigeria.

Situation is a bit more complex

because Russia still has nuclear

weapon left from the USSR as well

as some residues of advanced since

and weapon though depredating very

fast.

Many think that compradors are a

part of the national bourgeoisie. In

reality, they are agents of influence

of foreign powers who are robbing

their country in the interests of their

masters. In return for their services,

they are allowed to keep a portion of

the riches they plunder. Compradors

keep their money in western banks,

educate their children in western

institutions and own property in

western countries. Living under a

constant fear of a national liberation

revolution like in Cuba and Iran,

these compradors are always ready

to escape to the West.

Backseat capitalism is a rule of

thieves and bandits who use the

dirtiest methods to manipulate the

public mind. They pretend to uphold

“democracy” and promote pseudo­

nationalism, but elections are faked,

voting results are changed and the

western lifestyle and culture are

being forced on the population.

One of the most distinctive

features of backseat capitalism is

extremely high corruption. The level

of corruption in Russia and Ukraine

is currently the same as in Honduras,

Zimbabwe, Mozambique and

Nigeria.

In Russia and the other countries

of former USSR the comprador

regimes were established as a result

of so-called ‘perestroika’, which was

a combination of special operations

executed by several anti-socialistic

and anti-Russian groups that

established a temporary alliance.

This alliance consisted of several

degenerate parts of communist and

state bureaucracy, the newly formed

mafia and the Western elite. Western

secret services and the degenerate

branches of KGB played a very

active role in these operations.

This was not the first attempt



aimed at the destruction of the Soviet

Union. It was preceded by two other

“perestroika" attempts. The first

attempt, directed by Trotskyists,

occurred in 1936-1939 and was

routed by Stalin during the so-called

“mass repressions". The second

attempt was executed by a Trotskyist

group lead by Khrushchev, and

occurred in 1956-1965. It was

suppressed by a group of WW2

veterans under the leadership of

Brezhnev. However, Brezhnev only

suppressed the “perestroika" attempt

and did not eradicate the roots of the

problems. I would like to emphasize

that “perestroika" happened because

of Khrushchev’s actions and the

inertness of Brezhnev’s regime.

The deal that was reached

between the traitors and the western

powers and which lead to

“perestroika” was simple: the

traitorous elite wanted all of the

advantages of their positions without

any responsibilities. They wanted to

have the level of life of the western

elite, which they could pass on to

their children. To achieve this, the

Soviet Union had to be destroyed, all

its property had to be stolen and

sold, and the profits transferred to

western banks.

Obviously, the western elite had

promised these traitors everything

they wanted - a market for the stolen

goods and property, support of the

western media and acceptance into

the western elite club. In advance

they even afforded Russia to join to

G7 club that in reality means nothing.

In return, these traitors had to

destroy the strategic industries of
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demand, which consist of the

complete separation of the country

and allows foreign rule. This is the

logic of treason. If they try to resist,

they will be destroyed by the now

superior western forces, how it
happened with Milosevic. This is

what happened to USSR and is now

planned for Russia.

At the same time, the compradors

are always under threat of an internal

revolution. Thus, they must both fulfill

the western demands and try to

control their people using force and

lies.

Because of this, the surrender of

the country is done gradually under

the cover of mass media and

pseudo-patriotism. Putin and

Medvedev are nothing more than

puppet leaders of a liquidation team,

whose goal is going to be achieved

when the country dies. However,

they cannot allow this truth to come

out, and so they are forced to play

the role of patriots. The “restoration"

of Russia and its army, the flights of

strategic bombers to Venezuela and 

USSR, its scientific and educational

structures, its space program and its

army.

However, after the USSR was

destroyed and its stolen riches

ended up in western banks, it turned

out that the West was not going to

uphold its promises. The money and

property of the Russian compradors

that are kept in the West are

controlled by the western powers

and can be confiscated at any time.

Thus, under the constant threat of

confiscation, the Kremlin elite is

forced to accept any demands set by

the West.

The same scheme was used to

take over Indian kingdoms 300 years

ago, to control China during the

Opium wars in the 10'” century and

destroy Yugoslavia recently.

Western elites have a huge

amount of experience in dealing with

traitorous powers.

Step by step, the traitors are

forced to surrender the strategic

positions of their countries, sell their

resources and betray allies. In the

end, the compradors receive the final

verbal threats to the western powers

are nothing more than PR, meant for

the Russian people. At the same

time, it is an attempt to blackmail the

West in order to bargain for better

capitulation conditions in the future.

Now the compradors do what any

independent state ever does - sell

everything that possible to get cash

now and not caring how much harm

it brings in the future. They sell

advanced military technologies as it

happens with China and India,

including equipment for their
production, demolish and sell state-

of-the-art soviet machinery to get

money now, cleaned uranium to the

USA for nuclear weapons (‘uranium

deal’) and so on.

However, what is going to happen.

to the compradors after the

separation of Russia? Originally, •

they planned to escape to the West,

where their money is kept, where

they have property and where many

of their families live.

When they lose these strategic

positions, their property and money

are going to be confiscated and they

are probably going to be eliminated

in one way or the other. This

happened to the Iranian Shah

Pehlevi and the former president of

the Philippines Markos.

The West is in a serious crisis

and needs to complete the

destruction of Russia as soon as

possible. The Russian traitors

understand the trap that they are in,

but they have no way out of this

situation. They are trying to trick their

western masters, but it is not so easy

to do.

We cannot count on the

reincarnation of the treacherous

Russian elite. They cannot transform

from traitors to patriots - that means

they are going to release their riches

that stored in the West. Besides that,

do you honestly think that Putin, for

instance, is going to order a nuclear
attack on Germany, where his family

is living?

The current events in Ossetia are

a quick attempt to finish Russia

because it still has potential to rise

up, defeat compradors and become

an empire that would be a competitor

of West that blocks them from the

world domination. Moreover, then

Russia can transform to the

nightmare of imperialists - into

Soviet Russia that is especially

dangerous for the West that faces

very serious crisis.

To avoid that scenario the West

powers initiated the plan of finishing

Russia. Potentially, the destruction of

-South Ossetia and its planned

betrayal by Russia would have led to

anti-Russian rebellion in North

Ossetia, which is a part of the

Russian Federation. This, in turn,

would have lost Russia the

Caucasus region, and then a big part

of South Russia.

However, the now cornered

Russian traitors realized that this

was the beginning of the end for

them and decided to regain their lost

positions and they gave the Russian

army the order to attack. Naturally,

they were not allowed to finish the

fascist Georgian. Now the

compradors are trying to recover

their relationships with the West.

However it is obvious that the West
will not allow this after they have

disobeyed their master's orders. The

western powers always have a "plan

B" and now the destruction of Russia

is following a different, longer, path

than before.

To understand how much the

Russian elite is controlled by the

West, it is enough to remember that

during the war in South Ossetia,

which was inspired and backend by

the western powers, Russia

continued to transit NATO military

shipments to Afghanistan through

the Russian territory without the right

to inspect these shipments.

Recently, the compradors began to

understand that they are of value to

the western powers only until there is

something to destroy in Russia and

until they still control the nuclear

armaments left over from USSR.

It is obvious that a country with

such leadership has no future. In the

current situation, the only future that

Russia is likely to have is that of a

third-world country, a country with

the coldest climate on the planet.

At the moment, the Russians are,

per se, an occupied and oppressed

people. The constant insults aimed

at the nation and its history,

combined with the people’s

increasing disappointment with the

leadership and the upcoming

unavoidable crisis cause a strong

feeling of national protest and form a

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potential for a revolutionary situation.

Consequently, the ideas of Lenin

regarding oppressed people and the

connection . between social and

national liberation can be applied to

the Russian people.

However, let us not deceive

ourselves. Neither in Russia nor in

most other former republics of the

USSR there is no base now for a

socialistic revolution - an active and

poor proletariat or a huge peasant

class, suffering from a transition to

capitalism. At the moment, Russia is

a classical comprador state, just like

most countries in Latin America.

The type of the future revolution

in Russia will, most likely, be in the

form of a national liberation. It could

later be transformed into a socialist

revolution, just like it happened in

Cuba. This means that it is

necessary to not only work with

communist movements, but to also

cooperate with powers that are ready

to fight for national liberation.

National movements can be very

powerful, but usually they have

problem with understanding what

they are planning to build after they

get to power. Usually the nationalists

are acting more ‘against’ then ‘for’.

If national liberation forces stay

without ideological and intellectual

support of socialistic forces they can

become a victim of big bourgeoisie

or other manipulators and join
national-socialists, more known as

Nazi, and these forces are already

formed in Russia.

I want to emphasize - if we reject

dealing with fair and reasonable

national liberation forces, well, after 
22

some time we will have deal with

Nazi. We can say from history that

communication with Nazi is possible

only by force and it costs a lot of

blood.

So, we need to work with rational

and fair national liberation

movements. By the way, Fidel had

started his way of revolutionary as

Cuban nationalist.

Now I want to say a few words

about so-called ‘communist’ parties

in Russia, but presently this illness is

specific for the entire communist

movement in the world.

Usually in one country we can see

several dozens of tiny groups that

names themselves ‘truly

communists’. These political dwarfs

are always in the state of blood feud

that never stops.

Even a child can say that union is

much more effective that a single

unit. No doubts that adult people

understand that as well, but at the

same time, for the last 20-30 years

we hear only appealing to integration

but nothing happens.

This phenomenon is permanent 

over the time and from country to

country. That means that this political
fragmentation has objective not

subjective reasons. The root reason

of this phenomenon is not personal

and does not depend on the leaders

ambitions.

These political sectarians just

pretend they struggle against

capitalism, but in reality they do no

harm to the declared enemy. They

know it and excuse their passivity by

their paucity. But Bolsheviks started

their straggling when their party

consisted of 9 persons! Why are

‘modern communists’ so passive? Of

course, some of them are

communists only by name, but not all

of them.

Only 2 models of socialism are

presented now on the planet - Cuba

and North Korea. Frankly speaking

they are not the models to envy.

They don’t even come close to the

bright image of the 'society of the

future’ that USSR had.

The soviet model was really

stunning with the effectiveness and
humanism but it demonstrated

serious weakness of this model - the

degeneration of its elite into

compradors. And people think now -

if we build USSR -2 what if we have

Khrouchev -2 and Gorbachev # 2.

And we don’t have the answer now

how to avoid that.

If we say the truth, then we

should admit that we have a huge

gap in our ideology and the image of

the future that we are planning to

build. It is hard to believe that the last

person who really moved ahead the

theory of socialism was Stalin, but

that was more then a half of century

ago!

What happened afterwards - all

frozen ideas, even the best ones,

covert with the time into sectarian

form - according to dialectic - it does

not have movement and progress.

That means that one of our main

tasks is to move ahead the theory of

socialism, the model the society of

the future. We should build the

upgraded model and attract new

people by beauty and fairness of this

idea.

Progress of human

consciousness has clear rules and

history shows that after a temporary

standstill on the way, it inevitably 

follows a new ascent of ideas and

creativity. It is not the end at all, just

the very beginning of the way of

ideas that are worth living and
fighting for humanity is now facing

the most threatening crisis in history,

and there is only one way out of it -

socialism.

4. The history of the international and
communist workers movement in the
first half of the twentieth century 

demonstrated: With Leninism and
the Communist International,
despite an unfavorable objective
situation - victories - culminating in
the Soviet led defeat of world
fascism and the victorious Chinese
national democratic revolution.
Without Leninism and without a
Communist International, despite
the objectively favorable post
Second World War II situation -
defeats - culminating in the
dissolution of the Socialist Camp.
Given the above-mentioned facts,
we call upon all proletarian
vanguard parties and
organizations to get back to their
Leninist roots and principles.

Stalin, the great leader of Socialist
construction in the USSR and of the
defeat of world fascism in World War
II, pointed out in the Foundations of

Leninism:
“Formerly, the analyses of the

conditions for the proletarian
revolution was usually approached
from the view of the economic state
of individual countries. Now, this
approach is no longer adequate-
Now the matter must be approached
from the point of view of the state of

The war in Chechnya did not settle
down yet, as the new one started in
the Caucasus. On the 7th of August
2008 on the eve of the Olympic
games in Beijing, in the middle of
the night, the army of the zoological
Russophobe Saakashvili occupied
the heights surrounding Tzhenvali,
South Ossetia, and having
squeezed it as if with the pliers,
opened a massive fire onto the
sleeping city.

The fire
prevented people from going to the
cemetery to burry their killed
relatives. Whenever they could,
people buried their loved ones in
their gardens. The city was filled
with the smell of the decomposing
bodies.

The battalion of Russian
peacekeepers, ‘blue helmets’ was
the first one to take the hit. 108
soldiers armed with machine guns
and grenades only, led by the
general Barakevic, shot three
Georgian tanks and lost 12 as killed
and 35 as wounded soldiers. When
the first divisions of the 58th Russian
Army entered Tskhinvali people
slowly came out of the basements
not recognizing their own city.

“Glorious” Georgian Army
shamefully ran towards Tbilisi,
having abandoned 150 units pf
armored vehicles, including 65
tanks, 15 Ukrainian machines BMP-
2 and 4 units of ZRK 'Osa'. As a
result of the act of genocide
committed by the Georgian
aggressors, 2100 peaceful
residents: Ossetians, Russians,
Armenians and Jews, were killed
and over 35 thousand became
refugees. According to the General
Staff Commander of the Russian
Army Anatoli Nogovitzin? The 58th
Russian Army lost 64 people as
killed and 322 were wounded.
I admire the courage of the Ossetian
people and the militants of the 58th
Russian army who stood in defense
of their Motherland. Thank you to
the Generals Nogovitzyn, Barakevic
abd Kulahmetov. Thank you to the
Russian special correspondent
Anton Stepanenko and the camera
man Cyril Butyrin for the truthful
documentary "The Wounds of
Tskhinvali”.
The Presidents of Abkhazia Sergey
Bagapsh and of South Ossetia
Eduard Kokoyti declared in the
name of their people that they want

to live with Russia, and not with
NATO. They addressed the
Russian Parliament with the request
to recognize the independence of
their republics. On the 25lh of
August 2008 both Houses of the
Russian Parliament unanimously
voted for recognition of the
independence of Abkhazia and
South Ossetia and turned to the
President of Russia Dmitri
Medvedev for support of their
decision.

In addition, the Parliament
of Russia demanded that the
criminal and murderer, the fascist
and dictator Saakashvili be tried by
the International military tribunal.
Russia declared a freeze on its
long-term military agreements with
NATO, which will not allow Georgian
automated airplanes to spy along
the boarders of Abkhazia and South
Ossetia without facing the
consequences.
Who and why wanted to clash in the
bother-killing war Christian
Georgians and Christian Ossetians?
The answer has been known for a
long time. Having found support in
national-traitors of pro-American
puppet states Georgia, Ukraine,
Poland, Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania, the reptiles USA-NATO
fancied to occupy natural resources
of Russia.

The long-running conflict in South
Ossetia entered a more violent stage
last August 8, 2008, when Georgian
troops carried out an open
aggression and intruded into South
Ossetia, st ailing the capital city of
Tskhinvali with Grad Missiles. The
Georgian bourgeois regime of
Sakashvili tried to keep the illusion of
Georgia’s national unity at all costs,
without consideration of how many
lives this may cost. The Russian
government, which also got involved
in this conflict, sent a large number
of military resources to the area and
started a military action. There were
many victims on both sides.

Both the Russian and Georgian
governments tried to use this conflict
for their own benefit, and this also
included the promotion of
nationalistic hysteria, drawing the
working peoples’ attention >m from
the problems and from the ongoing
class struggle. As rightly noted in the
declaration of the RCWP-RPC that
the slogan by both governments was
"Support our country!” We
condemn this attempt to set working
people of different countries against
each other by using nationalism as a
tool. Lenin wrote on this in this way:
"People have always been and will
always remain dumb victims of
deception and self-deception in a
capitalist state in politics, until
they learn to discern the class
interests behind the various
moral, religious, political and
social phases, declarations and
promises.”

It is obvious that the Georgian
government and its capitalist class,
who are very dependent on
Imperialists and the USA, the EU,
wanted to solve this problem urgently
in order to become part of NATO and
turn Georgia into an alternative route
for transporting oil and gas into
Europe around Russia.

Naturally the Russian ruling
capitalist class was not happy with
that scenario. The Russian
bourgeois class wanted to have a
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presence in that region and a weak
Georgia and the unsettled national
issues served that purpose very well.
Moscow made many "patriotic"
statements about protecting the
Russian citizens in South Ossetia,
but everyone seems to have
forgotten that when for a whole week
at the beginning of August there was
shooting on both sides, the Russian
government didn't interfere in the
conflict, allowing the Georgian
government and its US backers to
think that they can take more radical
actions. Moreover, the Russian
government did not use its powerful
economic leverage that it had and
that could have had a significant
influence on Georgia.

We believe that the current
situation, when the government in
South Ossetia is formally Georgian,
but actually dependent wholly on
Russia, this is directly beneficial to
the Russian capitalist class. If the
Russian government is really
interested in solving this problem that
was created by dismemberment of
the USSR, and Russia is even now
engaging in a furtive political game
and trying to use this situation for its
own gain.

We consider the South Ossetia
war an imperialist war, which does
not serve the purpose of justice and
which was conducted for the benefit
and profit of capitalists in different
countries. The people of Ossetia
became victims of a struggle
between two capitalist cliques.
Neither Georgia or Russia are really
interested in an actual resolution of
the issue of South Ossetia for self-
determination as South Ossetia
enjoyed under Socialism and in the
union of the USSR. We do not
support either of these countries in
that war. We respect the right of the
people of South Ossetia to self-
determination, which had been
expressed in a referendum. National
borders should not serve as an
interference in the struggles of the
working people against capitalists
and capitalism!

We condemn the aggressive
actions of the Georgian government
and it’s foreign backers which could
have led to a lengthy conflict in the
Caucasus. The Russia government
is also responsible for this war
because of its inconsistent actions.

Once more Lenin's words have
been proven true: “In the capitalist 
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order of things and the sphere of
influence can only take place by war"
All the responsibility for this war lays
with capitalism and more particularly,
the government of Georgia, as well
as America, European Union and
Russian imperialists. “Peace
Enforcement" that the present
regime of Russia speaks about, is
nothing more than "patriotic rhetoric",
which is meant to obscure the real
interests that the capitalists are
pursuing in an imperialist war from
which the working people of all
countries cannot benefit.

Our Revolutionary Communist
Youth League (Bolshevik) called for
an immediate end to the war in
South Ossetia, the complete
withdrawal of all Georgian and

Another traitor, and arguably, the
most pampered darling of
Capitalism-Imperialism, has been
consigned to history’s lavatory to
keep company with other like-minded
cretins like Yeltsin, Rostopovich,
Sakharov etc. — who await for him
with open arms.

The death of this “writer"
Alexander Isayevich Solzhenitsyn in
Moscow, was greeted by the vast
majority of Soviet Citizens as an end
of a festering sore on their collective
souls.

Solzhenitsyn was born in 1918,
the year after the Great October
Socialist Revolution. He was
nurtured, raised and educated in the
world’s first Socialist State, the
USSR, while thousands of children in
the “democratic" West were dying at
birth or in childhood.

During 1930’s when the
“democratic" Capitalist World, was
reeling under the Great Depression,
Solzhenitsyn was being educated at
the Rostov University and then at the
Institute of History in Moscow, where
he studied philosophy and History.

The
possibilities of that happening were
very remote. Instead of condemning
the Socialist USSR and the Great

Stalin, he should have been eternally
grateful. Only honorable and honest
people are capable of showing such
gratitude. Solzhenitsyn was neither!

Whilst he was studying and
enjoying the fruits of others labors,
his Western peers were being
readied for their wholesale slaughter
in what came to be known as the
Second World War or more correctly
the Great Patriotic War for the
Soviets.

During those dark days when the
USSR was fighting for its very
survival and the liberation of
humanity from the scourge of
Nazism, Solzhenitsyn found the
opportune moment to show his Nazi
sympathies, by attacking the Soviet
Union and the Socialist system which
cared for the world’s oppressed and
down trodden people. His fifth
column tirades against the USSR
and Stalin were despised and
ridiculed by the people. The Soviet
authorities at that time had every
right to impose the ultimate
punishment on him. Any Fifth
Columnists at the tim,e of war are
usually dispensed with very quickly
by countries at war. The Soviets
showed leniency and chose to spare
him.

Following the. death of Stalin in
1953, every anti-Communist and
anti-Stalinist spittoon was
immediately elevated to great
prominence with the USSR by
Krushchev and his revisionist gang -



Solzhenitsyn was very prominent
amongst them.

When his hunger for fame and
fortune did not materialize quickly
enough within the USSR, like
Rostopovich, he turned on his
masters as a mongrel dog would do.
He left for his beloved capitalist world
and ultimately went to the USA,
where not a word in the media was
mentioned about his pro-Nazi
sympathies.

To curry favour with his new
master, Uncle Sam his criticisms of
the USSR and Socialism knew no
bounds. Fame and wealth were
heaped on him of course. His
mediocre literary works were
translated into different languages,
praised to high heavens and printed
in millions of copies, but not for the
literary qualities - but because they
were viciously anti-Soviet and anti­
Stalin.

When he retuned to Moscow in
1994 he was confronted with the ugly
and fearful Yeltsin’s "democratic" and
"free" Russia. Here was also
confronted with a more important
and painful truth. The Soviet people
did not read or respect his books that
were filled with lies and fantasies,
which he had penned for his
American masters. The complete
collapse of his delusions of grandeur
that he thought awaited him in his
homeland on his return left him
completely devastated. His self-
conceit was so phenomenal that he
had the audacity to try and discredit
Mikhail Sholokov’s novel ‘‘And
Quitely Flows The Don."

His admirers and anti-communists
have hailed him as the greatest
Russian writer of the twentieth
century. Thank heavens that they did
not include him with that well-known
Soviet writer Maxim Gorky! To have
placed Solzhenitsyn on a par with
Gorky would be an insult, not only to
Gorky, but also to the massive and
glorious Russian-Soviet literary
tradition.

The former Russian President
Putin said that the death of
Solzhenitsyn was “a heavy loss for
Russia". What Mr. Putin should have
said was that the temporary loss of
the USSR is a far heavier loss than
the loss of the countless numbers of
these Solzhenitsyns._____________

PHILIPPINES -
Trade union and human rights

violations have worsened in the
Philippines. Since 2001, around 80
trade union members and organizers
have been killed. They are part of
more than 850 victims of political
killings under the present Philippine
regime. Amongst those killed were
trade union leaders of the
multinational corporations and local
big business establishments. The
Philippine government is trying to
stop all trade union actions. At the
work places the government brands
the trade union workers and
organizers as “terrorists" and
“enemies of the state." Other actions
by the workers, have been met with
extreme violence and repression by
the police, the army and the special
paramilitary groups.

COLUMBIA-
Since the 1990’s, Colombia has

been the most dangerous country in
the world for trade union activists,
accounting for over 90% of murders
and disappearances of labor activists
world-wide.
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In the first 6 months of 2008, over
20 trade union activists were
assassinated. These murders have
been carried out by the paramilitary
death squads that are linked to the
Colombian government officials, or
acting for the employers.

Over 1,100 murders were
documented from 1994 to 2006 and
only 56 perpetrators have been
arrested. The murdered trade
unionists come from all sectors of the
population,

SOUTH KOREA
The Korean government is trying

to increase the casualties amongst
the workforce as an attempt to stifle
the growing protests. Thousands
have been arrested and more
thousands are blacklisted.

Many workers committed suicide
due to this repression. New laws
have been adopted by the
government to abolish secure
employment. All key industries are
now privatized, making it easier to
sack the workers and increasing the
power of the employers to implement
worker lockouts.

The Korean government has
allowed these private corporations
to seize the assets of the trade
unions - in order for the corporations
to recover their losses caused by the
“illegal strikes".

The Korean militant Migrant Trade
Union has recently been targeted
with the deportation of its leadership.

This 22-year old Israeli soldier and
a political gadfly in the Hebron region
has conducted tours and provided
the actual truth and information of
what Israel occupation is doing to the
Palestinian population.

Now Israel authorities had put a
stop to these “truthful excursions” by
a former Israel Soldier. Jewish
settlers of course do not appreciate
Shaul’s expose to the outside world.
He is facing a court martial
sentence, but he is determined to go
on with his four-year campaign to
make the Israeli people aware of the
very unsavory deeds done in the
name of the Israeli people by
soldiers in Israeli uniforms.

“We did some very, very dirty
and unpardonable things” said
Shaul, who heads an organization
“Breaking The Silence” whose
mission is to tell the true story of the
Israel occupation through the eyes of
the occupiers, of which Shaul was
one.

Since March of 2004, when Shaul
completed his 3-year stint in the
Israeli military service - including 14
months occupying Hebron - this
Israel born son of a Canadian father
and an American mother, has been
gathering testimonies from the Israeli
soldiers and their experiences while
Israel enforced this 41-year
occupation of Palestinian lands.
Shaul and his friends have
interviewed more than 570 Israeli

soldiers. These interviews are
available in booklets, DVD's and on
Internet...and they contain very
disturbing materials.

He said that: "As occupiers it's a
very dirty business for us, even
though we want the Israel people
believe that we are different. You're
an Israeli occupier and you act as
occupier. ”

" When Israeli soldiers think that
there is a suspicious parcel on the
street, they do not destroy it with gun
fire as it should be done, instead
they select any Palestinian man -
anyone they pick up - and force him
to inspect the parcel. Either he'll blow
himself up or he wont."

To gain experience, the rookie
Israel soldiers are trained to enter
any Palestinian home at gunpoint,
take a man away - then release him
later and send him home very
terrified.

The Israeli soldiers play games on
the Palestinians which' include
Choking game and the “shu" game,
neither of them gentle at all. "Here
you have absolute power in the
hands of 19-year old kids" said
Shaul. Such attitude and practice is
standard because Israel soldiers
enjoys here absolute power.

Yehuda Shaul said it bluntly that
Israeli soldiers in the West Bank
quickly‘stop regarding Palestinians
as fully realized human beings!

He ended with: "After having such
total control over so many lives, you
can do anything you want to them.
You can steal from them, sleep in
their homes, rape the women, or
steal their car. You really can do
anything you want or desire, with no
consequences."
