‘Labor migration is one of the
reasons for empty houses around
Ukraine, According to statistics,
over 5,000,000 people - one tenth
of Ukraine’s total population - are
working abroad.
In Western Ukraine, it is estimated
that at least one member of each
family is working either in
Portugal, Italy, Czech Republic or
Russia.

Russian Communist Party
mounted a campaign to oust the
government in a direct challenge to
President Putin, following weeks of
nationwide protests by drastic cuts in
the social welfare benefits.

The Russian State Duma’s lower
house left-wing caucus said that they
would collect 90 signatures of
members of parliament as is required
in the 450-seat chamber, to hold a
confidence vote on the. year-long
government of Prime Minister Mikhail
Fradkov.

The demonstrators, despite the
bitter cold weather demonstrated all
across Russia and closed many
streets with their demonstrations.
There is speculation that these
spontaneous protests - the first
since the tumultuous days of Yeltsin
in the 1990’s - may force the
humiliated president to fire either his
government or the top ministers over
the affair.

If successful, the Communists in
the Duma will have to have the
support from remaining liberals, who
also oppose those drastic measures.

Even the pro-government
newspaper “Izvestia” wrote that the
frightened Fradko told his cabinet
before the meeting with Putin: “So,
what are we going to tell the
president?” Izvestia reported that
there was “a grave silence fell” on
the meeting. □

RUSSIAN PENSIONERS
TAKE TO THE STREETS IN
PROTEST AT BENEFIT GUTS

Thousands of Russian pensioners.
staged massive protests across the
country last month against the
abolition of generous Soviet Socialist
era social benefits. Although the
protests were peaceful, analysts said
that this was the most serious
demonstration since 1998, when the
Russian coal miners blocked all
railway tracks in protest against
unpaid wages.

For three days the protestors
demonstrated, and these
demonstrations had stretched from
Russia’s Far East to Moscow itself,
and at times brought to a standstill
the transport arteries.

They protested the law that was
brought into effect last January 1,
2005, 14 years after the collapse of
the Soviet Union. The adopted
legislation by the Russian Duma
replaced the existing Socialist-style
social benefits with small monthly
cash payments.
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People before enjoyed free public
transport and medicine and heavily
subsidized living accommodations,
plus many other services - have now
realized how good the old days were.
This new regulation is supposedly to
save the Putin government billions of
rubles - but this affects over
34,000,000 Russians - just over a
quarter of the total population. These
pensioners have watched in horror
as their decades-old Socialist
government help has been swept
away at a stroke.

The Russian TV had shown
pictures of elderly men and women
physically squaring off against
Putin's police. This certainly showed
the onlookers as to who is who.

Many demonstrators brandished
banners criticizing President Putin
and demanding full restoration of
their rights. In interviews with the the
news media, this comment
expressed the anger of the
demonstrators: “Somebody in the
government just thinks that he hasn’t
enough money to buy a villa in the
Canary Islands, so they decided to
buy it anyway at the expense of the
pensioners. These people never
have enough.!”

The Russian parliament (the

Duma) is controlled by Mr. Putin’s
“United Russia Party” - did not
approve the motion by the
Communists and the Motherland
Party to review this drastic

legislature.
In a poll conducted right after the

demonstrations by the Ekho Moskvy
Radio station, over 97% of the
people blamed Putin for this crisis.

TOM KILLED A
MAN IN “DRUNKEN
fflT-AND-RUN”-HIS
M(WHER CLAIMS
BY ANDREW OSBORN IN
MOSCOW

Boris Yeltsin, former president,
has been accused of killing a man in
a drunken hit-and-run accident when
he was in power and ordering his
aides to cover it up.When Putin was
appointed by Boris Yeltsin as his
successor, Yeltsin was absolved of
this crime and of selling out the
USSR, but also of all his other



crimes and stealing of billions of
dollars.

This hit-and-run took place near
Moscow in early 1990’s, is now
detailed in an updated biography,
written by his former top aide and
senior bodyguard, Alexander
Korzhakov. His book “Boris Yeltsin-
From Dawn to Dusk” was published
in 1997, but a new chapter was
added recently.

Alexander Korzhakov is now a
deputy in the Russian parliament,
and he enjoyed unrivaled access to
Mr. Yelsin and his secrets during his
rocky 1991-1999 presidency, acting
as his closest advisor for much of
that time. Mr. Korzhakov was fired
from his position as head of Yeltsin’s
personal body retinue. Since then,
he had no qualms in revealing the
inner secrets, the alcohol problem
etc.

Yeltsin, after drinking heavily in a
bathhouse, wanted and demanded
that he will drive the car himself. Mr.

Korzhakov said that Yeltsin mixed up
in his drunken stupor, of what was
the break and which was the
accelerator pedal, and the
motorcyclist was seriously hurt and
after that died. We changed doctors
for him often, and after six months he
died and we buried him in an
unmarked grave. Mr. Yeltsin never-
ever asked as to what happened to
the motorcyclist.

The accident was never reported
to the police, and the bodyguard had
the car expertly repaired on the sly,
and nobody ever found as to what
had happened.

Of course Mr. Yeltsin is denying
this, but Mr. Korzhakov, now 73 and
retired, was a former KGB employee
for 11 years. Insiders claim that he
was the power behind the throne. □

WHEN WILL A GENERAL

The following short article is by
Alexander Zinoviev. On Jan. 22,
2005, it was translated and posted
on the Stalin list by Prof. Grover
Furr of Montclair State University.
According to Prof. Furr “Zinoviev
was a well-known Soviet dissident,
and hated Stalin when the latter was
alive, [Zinoviev] even claims he
plotted to kill Stalin. He returned to
Russia after the USSR ended (or
just before), having gone into exile
in France in the ‘70s. But now he is
a kind of pro-Soviet nationalist, and
says communism has to be the
wave of the future. An interesting
guy, very embarrassing for the anti­
communists, since he was such a
ferocious exile dissident and anti­
communist himself for so long. He is
a real admirer of Stalin. ”

The article, as Prof. Furr points
out “is not Marxist at all, but
interesting. 'The worm is beginning
to turn’ in Russia and the post-
Soviet countries, and this is only
one of many signs.” As he says,

Zinoviev “is very far from Marxism
(he’s a sociologist). So that means
he is a kind of mix of a cosmopolitan
(not pro-working class, but with an
international outlook) and
nationalist. But he is pro­
communist. ”

The Day of Victory of the
Soviet Union over Germany in the
war of 1941-1945 is officially
declared to be the most important
national holiday of Russia. At first
glance, this should be welcomed.
But how is this victory interpreted,
and how concretely is this
recognition and celebration carried
out? For from this war and from our
victory the most important things
are, as it were, emasculated,
namely — their social essence and
the concrete facts of our history,
which characterize them. Official
circles and the mass media speak
only about some abstract Russia,
and not about Soviet Russia, not
about the Soviet Union. And if
something is said in this regard, it is.
spoken of as something minor or
even negative. The name of the
person without which this victory in
the greatest war in history is 

inconceivable — Stalin’s name —
either is not mentioned at all, or is
cited as if we won despite him, as
though he simply interfered, made
mistakes, and committed crimes.
They talk as though some abstract
people won the victory.

Yes, the people conducted and
prevailed in'the war. But not just
some kind of abstract “people”, but
the Soviet people. I emphasize:
Soviet! The Soviet people — the
people that in 1917 carried out the
greatest social revolution in history
of humanity. The people who
became the trailblazers of a new
path of social evolution, qualitatively
different from all that world history
knew before. The people who built a
communist social structure that
influenced the course of all world
history. A people formed and
brought up in a communist manner.
A people headed by the communist
party and the top leadership, with
Stalin at its head. These are facts of
history. To ignore them is to commit
a deliberate historical falsification.

Without doubt, a complex of
historical factors played a role in
that victory, including the ability of
the Russian people to endure the
most difficult conditions of life, -J

They made
titanic efforts to incite Hitlerite
expansion against the Soviet Union.
Historical circumstances, including
internal conflicts in the Western
world, compelled them to become
allies of the Soviet. But the
determining factor in their opening
of the “second front” against
Germany were the victories of the
Soviet army, which left no hope in
the West for a Soviet defeat.
Moreover the fear that the Soviet
army, even without the participation i
of the Western allies, would finish I

16

Germany and seize all Western
Europe, also played a role. By
opening the second front the Allies
rescued themselves from the threat
of the victory of communism
throughout all of Europe. And it
must be admitted that such fears
had a serious basis in those years.
In a word, victory in the greatest war
in human history was stolen from
those who actually took on
themselves all the burdens of war,
who suffered the greatest losses,
who demonstrated the greatest
patience and courage, who
contributed to the business of.
victory the greatest and most
flexible intellect.

According to the official Russian
concept, the war of 1941-1945
against Germany was emancipatory

| and patriotic; Russians battled for
their fatherland. Agreed. But the
question is: for what fatherland did
they fight? During the years of the
war nobody in the world (with rare
exceptions) had any doubt on this
account: the overwhelming majority
of Soviet people fought for their
Soviet — I emphasize: Soviet! —
homeland. By the time the war
began the Soviet (communist) social
formation had < become a habitual
way of life for the majority of citizens
of the Soviet Union. And to separate
it from the masses of the population
was practically impossible. Whether
people liked it or not, all defence by
them of,self and country meant
defence of the new social formation.
Russia and communism existed not
side by side with each other, but in
unity. The overwhelming majority of
actively working citizens identified
themselves first of all as Soviet
people. For them, defeat of
communism in Russia was
equivalent to a defeat of Russia
herself. In the course of the war this
consciousness became stronger as
one of the fundamental components
of practically working mass
ideology. Even those who
understood the inadequacies of the
Soviet social formation and were
critical — at times, even hostile — to
it, appreciated its achievements and
understood that the aggressors
threatened the
achievements.
“patriotism”
adequately reflect the
attitude of the Soviet people.

Japanese authorities are
accusing us of not giving them the
“objective results”

The Japanese authorities
question the DNA tests performed by
DPRK scientists and all other
matters pertaining the identification
of the bones. They question the
methods that we use. The Deikyo
College where the tests were made
are being criticized by people who
have no idea how forensic scientists
work, The Japanese claim that the
tests are not on one body but the
remains of two bodies or more.

In the DPRK the bodies are burnt
at 1,200 degrees C. This storm that
is brewing is conclusive proof that 

this is a deliberate move to put the
credibility of the examination
performed in DPRK that the bones
were put in of other persons, not that
of Megumi Yokota.

After we sent Japan the remains,
the Japanese government took the
remains and displayed them in a hall
in Minsato ward, before starting and
launching a smear campaign against
the DPRK, asserting that the DPRK
unearthed and deliberately cremated
the remains in a bid to make it
impossible to test them.

Japanese government faked the
results of their examination and took
the DNA and fingerprints of her
husband, trying to substitute the
results.

Japan refused to recognize that
the issue of the abduction that was
already settled. No matter how hard
Japan will try to attain its political
purpose by resulting to despicable
methods of making profound and
confusing of right and wrong, it can
never evade the responsibility for
having faked the results of the
examination of the remains of
Megumi Yokota.

The most disturbing side of the
Tsunami disaster that hit the Asian
region has been a constant and
unstoppable and grotesque festival
of images and devastation by the
media. It is as if the bodies drifting
out to sea, the battered carcasses
strewn along the beaches and
bloated babies lying in rows are
aspects of suffering, that should be
scrutinized with every microscopic
intensity; it is however, the morbid
intent of the media to celebrate the
atmosphere of human catastrophe.
The media has indeed excelled, the
Tsunami was turned into a 24-hour
media frenzy of carnage and ruin;
exploring every facet of human

misery in agonizing detail. The
festival of bloodshed is going ahead
at full-throttle and it’s bumping up TV
ratings in the process.

However, where was this “free
press” in Iraq, when the death toll
was skyrocketing towards the
100,000 mark? So far, we have
seen nothing of the devastation and
human carnage perpetrated by the
occupation forces on a daily basis. Is
death less photogenic in Iraq?
Clearly, there are political motives
behind all of this coverage. The
Boardroom bosses and the
Corporations that they represent are
only focused on the bottom line.
Simply put, tragedy is good for
business. The manipulation of the
calamity is particularly disturbing,
especially when disaster is translated
into revenue windfall.

But, what of Aceh, the Indonesian
province on the northern part of the
island of Sumatra’? People are more
familiar in Southeast Asia with places

like Sri Lanka, India and Thailand.
Tens of thousands of homeless are
facing the prospect of killer diseases.
The disaster has been compounded
by the chaotic mismanagement by
the Indonesian authorities and
legacy of decades of violent conflicts.
A war has been raging in the territory
since 1970s between The GAM
(Free Azceh Movement). Aceh was
bom in 1976 and it was met with
brutal military crackdowns. The more
the locals disrupted Exxon and Mobil
operations, the more soldiers were
sent in. In 2003 when the Peace
Talks failed, President Megawati
Sukarnoputro imposed martial law
and dispatched another 50,000 more
troops. Overall, up to 20,000 people
have died in the last 30 years, out of
a population of 4 million. The
Acehnese people have been denied
an audience in the political theaters
of the Western world powers and the
European Union.

Another important fact purposely
forgotten by the media has been the
issue of Warning Systems. The US
administration, which knew of the
potential for the Tsunami from its
bases in the Pacific, only warned its
own military base at Diego Garcia,
but did not take immediate action to
sound a wider alarm in the region - it
is criminal negligence! Clearly, it
seems that Asian lives as Iraqi lives
are dispensable.

A New York Bronx sailor who
refused to board his ship bound for
the Persian Gulf, has shone a
spotlight on the small but growing
resistance within the US military to
the war in Iraq.

Petty Officer 3rd Class Pablo
Paredes, 23, could have set out the
remaining 20 months of his six-year
enlistment in the air-conditioned
comfort aboard a ship. Instead
Paredes sat on the pier at Naval
Station San Diego on December 6,
as the amphibious assault ship he
was assigned to, the USS
Bonhomme Richard, pulled out for
the Middle East.

“/ don’t want to be part of a ship
that’s taking 3,000 Marines over
there, knowing that a hundred or
more of them won’t come back,” said
the surface-to-air missile technician,
who enlisted in the Navy at the age
of 17. “I can’t sleep at night knowing
that this is what I do for a living. ”

Opposition within the US military
to the war in Iraq has taken a variety
of forms, including over 5,500
desertions reported by the Pentagon,
lawsuits filed by reservists fighting
prolonged tours of duty, and the
refusal of an Army Reserve Platoon
in Iraq to deliver fuel because their
vehicles are not safe. There is a
growing number of US soldiers
seeking refugee status in Canada, or
deliberately injuring themselves to
avoid returning to duty again.

San Diego attorney Warren,
representing Paredes, said: “The US
military may be concerned that he is
just the tip of a developing iceberg.

Resistance

They may make an example of him. ”
In a statement made as he

surrendered to the Navy authorities,
Parades said: “ I wanted the US
people to hear a voice from within,
that is willing to say, that this war
is criminal, this is injustice, this is

•murder." ■

IRAQI MINISTER
RESIGNS IN PROTEST

A Minister in the Interim
Government of Iraq has resigned in
protest at the behavior of US forces
in the capital of Baghdad.

The Minister of State, Adnan
Janabi, said that he had been
detained for more than an hour
under guard at a checkpoint

. controlling access to the so-called
green zone, where many diplomatic,
military and governmental offices are
located.

The Iraqi Primer Minister’s office
confirmed this resignation, but no
action is being taken against the US
forces.

TRANSFER OF LIS
MILITARY BASES TO
THEIR COUNTRY

WARSAW- More than half of the
Polish people oppose the transfer of
large US military bases from
Germany to Poland, according to a
recent opinion poll issued last month.

According to the Poll. 54% of
Poles are against the transfer and
also 50% oppose establishing air
bases for the deployment of US air
force personnel. They fear that
Poland will become the target of
terrorist attacks.

The US is determined to transfer
part of its military forces in Germany
to Eastern Europe, which has
caused great concern in Poland. □

“WE ARE COMMITTING

Former Staff Sergeant Jimmy
Massey is a 12-year Marine veteran
who returned from Iraq, airing some
very disparaging views of his
country’s role in the Middle East
region. He was in Iraq since 2003
and took part in the killing of innocent
lives. He stated that in one 48-hour
period he witnessed the killing of
over 30 innocent civilians at highway
checkpoints.

What changed his outlook in Iraq 

was the sheer brutality of ' the
American military’s actions. He was
horrified in seeing this and began to
speak to his superiors. He was
immediately bundled out of Iraq and
“diagnosed” with depression and
post-traumatic stress disorder. He
saw that most of the kids that joined
the US Army were from "barrios” and
“hoods” or the poor parts - so they’re
swept them up.

He also charged that due to the
economic hardships in the US, there
exists what can be called an
“economic draff’ of young Americans
into the military.

Massey believes that the hostility
the Iraqi people have against the
American presence has grown to the
brutality against the entire Iraqi
population.

Evidence of American War
Crimes Continues to Mount

WASHINGTON POST, DEC.23-2004

Thanks to the law suit by the
American Civil Liberties Union and
other US human rights groups,
thousands of pages of US
governments documents released
this month have confirmed some of
the painful truths about the abuse of
foreign detainees by the US military
and the CIA. This truth the Bush
administration implacably has
refused to acknowledge. Since the
photos and news of the abuse hit the
press about the Abu Ghraib in 2003,
the US government has denied that
this was unrelated and that no torture
had occurred at the Guantanamo
Bay prison where hundreds of
terrorist suspects are held. The new
documents establish beyond a
shadow of a doubt that every part of
this story is true.

It is now admitted, according to
the released FBI agents internal e-
mails that there were and are
systematic abuses by US military
interrogators, including beatings,
chokings, prolonged sleep
deprivation and humiliation as is the
case of these prisoners being
wrapped in an Israeli flag and forced
to kiss it(?). One internal e-mail by
the FBI agent said: “On a couple of
occasions I entered the interview
rooms to- find a detainee chained
hand and foot in a fetal position to
the floor, with no chair or food or
water (this FBI agent wrote this on
August 2, 2004) “Most of the times
these prisoners urinated or
defecated on themselves, and had
been left like that for 18-24 hours or
more."

Other documents that were
released now show and detail the
abuses by US Marines in Iraq,
including mock executions and
torture of detainees by burning ano
electric shock. Many detainees have
died in custody. It now is evident that
the US officials somehow “lost”
documents, or no autopsies of how

the prisoners have died. Soldiers
doing these deeds were excused
with non-criminal record or
punishments.

It is now a known fact that the US
interrogators in Iraq and in
Quantanamo said that they were
only following orders from Mr.
Rumsfeld.

The Bush administration refused
to release these records to the
human rights groups under the
Freedom of Information Act, until it
was ordered to do so by a US judge.
The records show that the US
administration will not hold any
senior official accountable nor
change its policies that did produce
this shameful record, that is now
labeled as war crimes. a

ELECTION IN
UKRAINE

Following the initial November
21, 2004 vote for President of the
Ukraine, the Central Election
Commission declared Prime Minister
Yanukovich the election winner, but
there were serious charges of voter
fraud by both Yushchenko forces
and international observers.
Following mass protests largely
financed and orchestrated by US
imperialism, the Ukrainian
Parliament declared the vote invalid
and the Ukrainian Supreme Court
ruled in favor of a new election.

An indication of the depth of the
US involvement in the Ukrainian
election is the following quote from
the lead editorial in the 12/28/04 Wall
Street Journal: “Those Western
nations, with the U.S. in the lead,
have every right to work against any
tendencies in the former Soviet
republics toward restoring the dead
hand of autocracy.”

On December 26, 2004, the
"Orange Revolution” claimed victory
in the Ukraine as the pro-Western,
pro-European Union, US imperialist-
backed Viktor Yushchenko won the
election for President with 52% of the
vote compared to 44% for Russia-
backed Prime Minister Viktor
Yanukovich. What does this election
victory represent for the working
people of the Ukraine?

Yushchenko has called for
closer ties with the European Union,
joining NATO and the World Trade
Organization, “re-privatization” of
industry (transferring former

Ukrainian state industries from one
private owner to another),
encouraging foreign investment and
‘has pledged to “fight corruption."
Yanukovich, who was outgoing
President Kuchma’s Prime Minister,
represented closer ties to Russia,
opposed joining NATO and
supported higher pensions and
paying back the people for savings
lost because of high inflation in the
early 1990’s. Neither presented a
comprehensive program to meet the
needs of the working masses of the
Ukraine.

The average monthly wage in the
Ukraine today (with a population of
48 million people) is the equivalent of
$75. Unemployment is officially
3.3%, but international analysts
estimated it to be 9% for the second
quarter of 2004. A Ukrainian driver
from the industrial eastern part of the
Ukraine was quoted in the December
2, 2004 Christian Science Monitor as
saying “I am afraid this peaceful
revolution is going to hit working
people very hard. There is Viktor
Yushchenko, Viktor Yanukovich, and
I am Viktor the workingman. I do not
like what I see. We are facing an
economic disaster, like Russia in
’98.”

The Ukraine was formerly a vital
part of the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics (USSR). Many years ago
when the Soviet Union was a
socialist state under the leadership of
Joseph Stalin and the Communist

• Party of the Soviet Union, the
working class held state power. The
Ukrainian people had their own
republic. The Ukrainian people, like
the rest of the Soviet people, had no
unemployment; there were no taxes;
health care was provided for all at no
charge; workers had the right to fire

: their bosses; Ukrainian culture
flourished; the children and the
elderly were honored and cared for
members of the society.

The real solution for the
problems of the Ukrainian masses
today lies neither in support of the
Bush-backed Yushchenko or Putin-
backed Yanukovich. It lies in the

organization and unity of the
Ukrainian workers, in the fight to “go

ISRAEL: It’s obvious that Natan

mass destruction. ”

Barbara looked at him with her
experienced journalistic feminist eye,
measured his head, and, under her
breath said: "proof begins with the
measurement!"

At the same time, another form of
damage control came from Casteau,
Belgium. General J. Jones, the top
brass NATO’s re-sole shoemaker
said: “ Setting up, right now, five or
so military facilities in Bulgaria,
Romania, is part and parcel of the
transformation of our Footprint in
Europe, which had been in need of
some surgery for some time. ”

Another damage control is to
transfer some 70,000 US troops and
their families from Germany and
South Korea, to occupy the new
military bases in Bulgaria and
Romania. Of course this plan is to
pressure countries not wanting to be
used and to secure position for the
US oil conglomerates on the Black
Sea and then the Caspian oil region.

MOSCOW - A recent poll by the
Levada Center has found that over
67 per cent of Russians polled regret
the break up of the Soviet Union.

There is already evidence that the
US government had ample warning
of the earthquake-driven tsunami,
but did not communicate this
information to the countries that were
devastated. US press reports*
indicate that the Pacific Warning
Center in Hawaii, a facility of the
National Oceanic and Atmosphere
Administration had detected the
earthquake when it occurred and
immediately warned of the likelihood
of tidal waves generated by one of
the largest temblors ever recorded.

Charles McCreery, Director of the
center, confirmed that his team had
transmitted warnings to the US Navy,
the US State Department and the
Government of Australia. The US
State Department said that it notified
India, but the Indian government
absolutely denied that it had received
any such warning in the two hours
that elapsed between the quake in
Sumatra, Indonesia and the tidal
wave that hit the Indian coastline in
the southern province of Tamil Nadu
Nor did Sri Lanka government
receive any warning from the USA.

QUESTIONS TO ASK
ABOUT TSUNAMI
TRAGEOY?

According to Tsunami Society
President, Prof. Tad Murty of the
University of Manitoba, Canada:
“there’s no reason for a single
individual to get killed in Tsunami,
since most areas had anywhere from
25 minutes to 4 hours before a wave
hit. So, once again, because of the
indifference and corruption of powers
that be, thousands of innocent
people have died needlessly.”

(Calgary-Canada-Sunday, December 28,
2004)

While the above quote is an
overstatement, given the nature and
the magnitude of the catastrophe, it
should nevertheless be taken
seriously.

KEY QUESTIONS

(1) Why were all of the Indian Ocean
countries’ governments not
informed?

Were there “guidelines” from the
US military or the US State
Department regarding the release of
an advanced warning?

According to the statement of the
Hawaii based PTWC, advanced
warning was released, but on a
selective basis. Indonesia was
already hit, before the warning came,
so the warning was in any event
redundant and Australia was several
thousand miles away from the
epicenter on the earthquake and was
in no immediate danger - but - it did
get a warning!

(2) Why is the US military calling the
shots on Humanitarian Relief?

Why is it that in the wake of this
disaster, it is the US Military (rather
than the civilian/humanitarian/aid
organizations operating under the
UN auspices) taking a leading role?

The US Pacific Command has
been designated to coordinate the
channeling of aid, under the direction
of Lieutenant General Blackman,
who previously was Chief of Staff for
Coalition Forces Land Component
Command responsible for leading
the US Marines into Baghdad during
the “Operation Iraqi Freedom.”

This
presumed that, those that objected
had a better grasp of transferring
ideas than the writer, a better
political vocabulary or are more
astute in this language.

If we are afraid of using a word, to
the extent that we expunge it from

market Imperialism) climbed to
Government office, using the “old
boy" public school system and the
parliamentary parties as their vehicle
to Westminster and control of state
power. In Government, with a very
compliant “Opposition”, they
destroyed the national industrial
infrastructure, public control of social
services, working class organizations
and other structure of the welfare
state.

Since the function of any
government is to protect the nation,
its people and its national assets, it
showed that these people have
committed treason against the
people who inhabit these islands.

The European national states are
an obstacle for now to achieve the
super state of Europe as part of US
Imperialisms’ New World Order.

Since the British government
repudiates national loyalty, they have
no compunction in selling the
national assets. Their cosmopolitan
social strata will be the purchasers,
and ensure that they share in the
profits.

Once they have privatized (stolen
is the word) all of Britain’s natural,
resources, the economy of the nation
will be at the mercy of a class who
have no concern in preserving social
standards, culture, welfare or
national integrity of the British
people, or any other people in their
pursuit of maximum profits.

A euphemism for Cosmopolitism is
“NeoLiberalism”.

Fidel Castro in his concluding
address to the Latin American Forum
on July 24, 1993 said: “Neoliberalism
is the doctrine of stripping our
nations of their national resources
and losing control over the public
services....”

Alas, in Britain we are well on
the road of being stripped of any
national control of our national
resources, public utilities and
economic affairs. The same
Cosmopolitan gangsters are guilty on
both sides of the Atlantic. The
disastrous breakdown of our 

economy, manipulated by this strata
of “market gamblers”, was
graphically underlined by the so-
called “Black Wednesday" when
Chancellor Lamont had to eat his
words and devalue the English
pound, after losing eleven billion
pounds trying to prop it up.

One of the Cosmololitani, who
made an estimated two billion
dollars on that very day, was non-
other than George Soros.

He came to Britain in 1947, took
advantage of British schooling, then
went to America to practice gambling
with other peoples money. He then
put $250 million from his gains into a
company for buying up property in
Britain. If he had remained in Britain
and joined a political party, he could
have wound up at 11 Downing St.
instead of others.

The rewards for these ex-Ministers
and Cosmopolitan Bankers are very
high, amounting to about 100,000
pounds per year, plus cushy jobs in
the corporations and titles of Lord
etc. etc. These are just some of the
rewards of the betrayal of the nation.

Meanwhile the pensioners who
fought .Fascism, rebuilt Britain after
the war and created the welfare
state, were impoverished, along with
the rest of the underpaid and
unemployed. Six months after this
“Black Wednesday' of September
1992, the value of the English pound
depreciated by over 20%.

National liberation should be
now the top of the agenda for the
British workers.

This must be a united activity.
We need a united and determined
movement to break the grip of the
bandits in the government.

There will be no call for direct
action by the compliant and well-paid
members of parliament. There is no
shortage of will power, but there is
no national leadership

Cosmopolitan Capitalism has
undermined the unity and
effectiveness of the working class in
the developing socialist countries
since 1917, and, any weaknesses

that was shown was seized upon to
attack any socialist advance.

Stalin warned of this danger in
1952-at the 12th CPSU Congress in
Moscow. He could not then foresee
that the infiltration of this ruthless
market place ideology would infect
and temporary destroy the CPSU,
Soviet power and all the new
Socialist democracies. A defeat on
one front, even on a massive scale
as the USSR, does not bring to an
end the international class
confrontations or change the nature
of the confrontation.

There are mighty working class
confrontations developing outside
the ideological control of Euro­
American and other Imperialist
groups. The international working
class is confronted--with the need to
regroup and rebuild the vanguard of
the revolutionary movement.

Here in Britain we need to
heighten the understanding of the
national betrayal by these
Cosmopolitan moles in the British
government.

I am writing in response to Ana

Lucia Gelabert’s “The Bankruptcy of
the American Left”. She exaggerates
and does not offer any ideas on what
we could do differently while
contemptuously dismissing all of our
efforts.

The Million Worker March
unfortunately had much less than the
a million participants (estimates are
between 5000 and 15,000 people)
and it ended up being more of a rally.
Among other problems, but I think
that it was a worthwhile event. This
was the first national event for the
working class demands organized by
the rank-and-file unionists (and it
was workers in California who first
proposed the March in Washington)
and it linked unions and anti-war
activists nationally for the first time.

The March went forward despite
sabotage by the national leadership
of the AFL-CIO, their activists being
focused on electing Kerry, and police
interference. I think that the
awareness and the organizing
experience that came out of the
March is useful. If the organizers are
able to build on the March by
organizing a national conference this
year, or if it helps to create a militant
labor party in the USA, it will have
been very worthwhile. Compare this
to the AFL-CIO’s march in DC
against Bush’s attack on overtime
rules that had only a few hundred
participants. To find out more, check
out an article in the next issue of
“Alliance!” (www.allianceml.com)
probably, it is just another “tabloid

newspaper” to comrade Gelabert:

The March was against the
reactionary policies of Bush and
Kerry and, it was organized in part,
because the leaders of progressive
movements supported Kerry without
demanding that he give us his
support. For these reasons, I think
that it was wrong for progressives to
have worked hard for Kerry and that
effort failed, in part, because the
Democratic Party is bourgeois and
not a progressive party. It is bad that
Bush, supposedly won the election,
and thus we face another deadly four
years, but I do not think that the
country will be fascist by 2008.
