The Council of Europe has
decided to change History.

The Council of Europe considers
the biggest enemies of Nazism, i.e.
Communists, are criminals and
indeed equal to the Nazis! And it
even worries and protests because,
although the Hitlerites were
condemned by all of the international
community, nothing as such has
happened yet with the Communists.

For this reason it suggests that
this condemnation take place now by
the Plenary Session of the
Parliamentary Assembly of the
Council of Europe that will take place
on January 24-27, 2006.

Meanwhile it worries because
“public awareness of crimes
committed by totalitarian communist
regimes is very poor”. And also, still
the “Communist parties are legal and
active in some countries, even if in
some cases they have not distanced
themselves from the crimes. ”

In other words, the Council of
Europe is announcing in advance the
future persecution of European
Communists, that have not yet
made a recantation, such as those
demanded in the past by the
henchmen of the Gestapo and
torturers at the camp of Makronisos.

A monument to Joseph Stalin was
unveiled in the North Caucasus
republic of North Ossetia. The
monument will commemorate
Stalin’s birthday. The Soviet leader
was of Ossetian origin. It is the
second monument of Stalin to be
erected in the region. The first was
unveiled in a local village in the
middle of the 20th century. Stalin
was a much-loved figure in North
Ossetia even during the years after
the fall of his personality cult. A local
communist even drew Stalin’s
portrait on a remote rock face in the
flood lands. In recent times
monuments to Stalin have appeared
in a number of Russian cities. His
busts were unveiled in the cities of
Yakutsk and Krasnoyarsk and a
bas-relief was restored in the city of
Kaliningrad. In the North Caucasus
republic of Dagestan a museum
devoted to Stalin’s life has been
opened, (from www.piosnews.com)

Communists of the Russian city
Yaroslav have proposed the
erection of a bust of Josef Stalin and
naming a street after the Soviet
leader. "People are becoming
increasingly aware that we need a
figure like Stalin, a man who did a
great deal for our country and turned
it into a great power. There is no
place in the city where people can
come and reflect on this. I want to
see a monument to Stalin in
Yaroslavl," said Alexander Vorobyov,
second secretary of the Yaroslavl
Regional Communist Party
Committee.

"We
do not doubt that we will face
obstacles, but we will not be

How Soviet

Worked in the
1930s
By Sam Darcy

In December of 1936 the
Russian Communist Party was to
hold its annual election of officers.
Until then nominations and elections
to Communist Party posts had
always been openly made. By this
practice such members as might
dislike some powerful office-holder
often felt limited in expressing their
opposition for fear of reprisal. The
Central Committee decided to put its
entire leadership to the test as to
whether they were really acceptable
to the membership. Those who were
performing a useful public service
would likely be re-elected and those
who were simply holding on to a
sinecure and a place of power would
be hard put to hold on to their posts.
For this they introduced the secret
ballot.

The results were surprising, in
some districts of the Party the whole
leadership were swept out of office.
In others there was severe criticism
leveled against the leadership by a
good-sized opposition vote although
on the whole, the national leadership
of the Party received a resounding
endorsement. The party felt greatly
refreshed by the new people elected
to office and the elimination of those
who had become hardened
bureaucrats and were no longer
welcome to the rank and file.

The fight against bureaucracy
had, ever since the establishment of
the Soviet Government, been one of
the chief self-imposed tasks of the
more responsible Soviet leaders.
Nepotism, favouritism and factional
group practices had bred an
unhealthy situation where, whenever 
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one man got a post of responsibility
in some industry or office, he would
immediately bring in as his assistants
all those whom he for one or another
reason favoured and gave them the
most desirable posts under him.
Often those people were not
qualified and even where they were
qualified the feeling of having a
protector caused them to become
slothful and bureaucratic. Besides
which, the tendency was for such a
key person to increase the staffs
under him beyond the needs of the
enterprise in which he was engaged
both because he wanted to “take
care of all his friends as well as
because he felt the larger the staff
under his control the greater his
influence. ”

The problem finally became
serious enough for the Government
to take measures, which they did
beginning in 1935. On one occasion
it was discovered that there was a
grave shortage of harvest hands. As
against that it was estimated that
there were at least 25,000 workers in
Moscow offices who were not
absolutely necessary to the
continued functioning of the
economy of the country. After an
educational campaign each
government trust was simply given a
quota of office workers it would have
to surrender to agricultural work. And
with proper selection, 25,000 office
workers were transferred from
Moscow to places of production.

The battle to keep the nation on
its toes against the creeping
paralysis which the opposition on
one hand deliberately tried to
introduce and bureaucracy by its
very existence tended to bring about
was waged with particular severity in
the popular elections to the All-Soviet
Union Congress which followed the
adoption of _the new Soviet
Constitution in December of 1935
[sic: 1936- transcriber’s note].

Watching that election close at
hand it struck me as being curious
that in all the discussions of Soviet
Democracy and its comparison to
democratic practices in other
countries one rarely got a picture of
how the channels of democratic
expression of the people operated in
their new electoral process.

away it appeared as if there was one
electoral ticket and the people were
given the chance to vote ‘yes or no’
on it. This was indeed true of Nazi
elections but it is completely a false
picture when applied to the Soviet
Union.

To start with, in the Soviet Union
politics and elections are not the
special duties of a political party. If
one does not understand that
paramount fact everything else is
likely to be unclear. Nominations to
public office are not made by a
political party alone. The Communist
Party does indeed put forward many
candidates but so do the trade
unions nominate • independent
candidates for political office; so do
the cooperatives, the cultural
organizations, the scientific
academies, the youth organizations,
whatever special women’s
organizations exist and every other
organization or institution that
desires to. In short, nominations for
office, which in our country stems
only from political parties, in the
Soviet Union stems from every
possible people’s organization.

The second thing that must be
understood about Soviet elections,
which give them their special
democratic quality, is that the
emphasis in the selection of
candidates does not lie in the final
vote but lies in the choosing of the
nominees.

I had the privilege of observing
the nominations and elections in the
district in which I lived and worked
from beginning to end. The particular
election which I referred to was the
All-Union elections for selecting of
delegates to the All-Union Soviet
Congress, that being equivalent of
our choosing of members of the
United States House of
Representatives in Washington.
Each institution in the congressional
district in which I resided and worked
held meetings of the people to
nominate candidates. Meetings were
held in factories. The Moscow
University, which was in this district
held a meeting. The Great Lenin
Library held a meeting of its staff to
put forward candidates. So did all of
the cooperative stores associations
that operated there. So did the trade
union organizations, the Communist
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The Soviet people believed in their future with Stalin!
Party, the youth organizations, etc.
etc. A great many candidates were
put forward in each meeting. The
procedure for each candidate was to
stand up and give a brief biography
of his life and reasons why he should
or should not be nominated. It was
considered a lack of civic
responsibility for a candidate to
decline out of hand. If he thought he
should not be elected it was his duty
to take the platform, provide a brief
biography of his life, and give the
reasons why he should not be
accepted. Two whole weeks were
set aside for this procedure. Some
organizations met every night for the
entire period and examined 

thousands of people who were put
forward as candidates there. Each
candidate had to submit to questions
from the floor. At the end of that time
one or more nominees were put in
nomination for the entire district with
the endorsement of the body
choosing him or her.

In addition to putting forth
nominees each group chose a
number of delegates on a
proportional representation basis to a
congressional district conference.
The congressional district
conference also met for a period of
about two weeks. The nominations
were put before that body. The same
procedure was gone through there,

each nominee was examined, his or
her qualifications weighed against
other nominees and finally a vote
taken by the delegated body for the

■ final choice.
Frequently the body decided to

accept not one nominee but two or
three or even more. These
nominees, after this thorough
process of distillation were then
submitted to the electorate for final
voting. And the electorate thus, by
popular majority, judged one of the
candidates in that congressional
district they desired to have
represent them in the All-Union
Soviet Congress.

From this it can be seen that far
from lacking in democracy this
process is a very democratic one in
that it gives the common people a
very direct hand in who is nominated
and we know from our own electoral
system that in the last analysis the
selection of the nominee is the
critical thing in any election.

In the election which I witnessed I
saw nominees ‘put through the mill’
in a manner which would be very
wholesome if applied to our own
country. Their contributions and
social service, their own interest in
public affairs, their record of
unselfish service, their own schooling
and education and the degree to
which they took advantage of self­
improvement and social betterment
were all gone into. Men of bad
personal and moral conduct who
offered themselves as candidates
had their neighbors, friends and
fellow workers who knew them well,
discuss them right on the floor. It was
in some respects our New England
Town Meeting used on a colossal
national scale covering an election in
which 170 million people were
involved. It is this process which

provides the incentive for social
service and social striving and
interest in the public welfare by
people throughout their country. In
that election, for example, about half
of the previous members of the All­
Soviet Congress were not reelected.
Many a smug big-wig including
numerous Communists were
surprised at the end of that election
campaign to find themselves
unwanted and many a person who
was not even a member of the
Communist Party who had given no
thought to politics but who had 

served the public very well out of
sheer devotion to the people in their
own professions or occupations or in
some volunteer organization found
themselves members of the highest
governing body, the new Congress
of the Union of Socialist Soviet
Republics. It is a new type of
democracy and I would say it serves
them very well.

Every generation must be
vigilant concerning its own liberties.
No people can guarantee the
liberties of succeeding generations,
liberties won can be lost again.
Therefore mere mechanical electoral
organization is of itself no guarantee
for all time that the liberties of the
people will be assured, but insofar as
any political structure can be so set
up as to be most responsive to the
moods and the needs of the people, I
would say that the Soviet Union has
made great strides forward in that
direction.

But even the Soviet Union, as we
were constantly reminded, was not
an isolated entity living in a vacuum
- it was part of the real world. West
Europe and Asia were seething with
the first battles of the Second World
War. There were things to do to help
the embattled Spanish people, the
underground movement in the Nazi
dominated countries, the promotion
of People’s Front movements against
the Nazis in the democratic countries
and the growing anti-Japanese
forces in China.

My primary interest was of
course the United States. But the
United States also does not live as
an isolated entity in a vacuum and
the future of our country was in no
small measure being decided in
Europe and in Asia. Like thousands
of other Americans I decided to lend
a hand where I could be useful. I was
fortunate in being able to make
almost a free choice.

Q: Can you tell me some details
about the resistance? Is there a
national or regional command? Are
the resistance leaders both inside
Iraq and outside? Are the necessary
communications between the Iraqi
resistance leaders difficult?
A: The whole Iraqi resistance was
prepared, systematically even in year
2001, after the Iraq leadership
reached the conclusion that the US
Bush administration had decided to
invade Iraq. In that year the final
preparations were completed, such
as establishing secret top leadership
from the Baath party, from the Iraqi
Army, especially from the Republican
Guard, scientists from the military
and the most experienced military
intelligence officers and millions of
Iraqis who were trained in urban
guerrilla warfare. Arms and
ammunition were hidden in secret
stores, enough to keep on struggling
for at least ten years without any
need for outside support.

The central command operates
inside Iraq. No command leaders
working outside Iraq. A secret and
very sophisticated communication
system is used which the US
invaders are not able to break into.
Q: US command says that your
resistance is faceless.
A: Being faceless was a decision
taken before the US invasion in order
to guarantee the resistance and this
is essential in the plans of calculated
strategy of the resistance.

The foreign tourists who come to
the hotels in the idyllic Marina
Hemingway complex on the outskirts
of Havana are shocked to find all
Havana’s hotel rooms practically fully
booked until mid 2006.

Most of them
arrive nearly blind, but all will be able
to see again perfectly before they
leave Cuba.

A remarkable humanitarian
programme is under way here, which
aims to restore the sight of six million
people through free eye surgery.
Lunched in July by President Fidel

Hugo Chavez-“Operation Miracle”
has brought daily planeloads of poor
people from across Latin America

and the Caribbean to Havana for
surgery.

Cuba’s comprehensive and free
healthcare system has a ratio of one
doctor for every 170 Cubans,
compared to 188 in the USA and
250 in the United Kingdom.

On the contrary, the Constitution
of the USA excludes the
overwhelming majority of the popular
masses from elections, with many
restrictive conditions, including sex,
nationality, occupation, a period of
residence, property status, race and
standard of knowledge. The election
registration procedures are also
different and complicated in the US,
which makes a very large number of
people impossible to register the
names on the lists of the voters.

During the mid-terrp election in
2002, only 40% of voters participated
in it. This fact discloses in all
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nakedness the shamelessness of the
US styling itself as the “Judge of
Democracy” in the world.

Even the “freedom of assembly
and demonstration" and “freedom of
association” stipulated by the US
constitution is nothing but a legal
expression as they have no
guarantee for realization and are
restricted by the regulations in force.

According to the US Taft-Hartley
Act established in 1947, for an
example, in case of an “emergency”
created by a worker’s strike, the US
court gives the right to adopting a
law to stop any strike by the
President. And if the strikers and
trade union leaders do not respond
to the decision of the court, they will,
be fined and imprisoned.

This law was applied to 160,000
coal miners in 1978 and, by invoking
it. President Reagan disbanded the
airborne control tower workers trade
union in the US in 1981. It is in non
other but the USA itself where the
political freedom and rights of people
are mercilessly violated and
repressed by the above-said
restrictive conditions and over
20,000 repressive laws that are in
force.

Failed American logic is
threatening to repeat itself once
again. How American this logic is, is
a matter of interpretation, but it looks
like another war is in the making.
Forget the “Axis of Evil” cliche, which
was coined by George Bush’s
speech writer David Frum The
American foreign policy and its
armed forces seem to be getting
their marching orders straight from
imperialist-expansionist Israel and its
defence establishment. The next war
will not be on the Korean Peninsula,
it will again be in the Israel’s
neighbourhood. And once again,
Israel’s soldiers will be watching
American soldiers die for Israel on
their TV sets. When shall it happen?
You will know when the world
imperialist-Zionist media decides to
tell you, and, you can be certain that
it will be pumped-up by the
reactionary media that we depend for
our daily news. Korea is too far from
Israel and Syria is very close - so it
will be Syria which will have to be the 

first to be Satanized and then
destroyed, just like the Palestinian
homes are bulldozed flat to make
room for Israeli homes. All of this is
the master plan by the self-styled
“God's chosen people". Work against
Syria is already under way. Israel’s
intelligence services are currently
supplying their Zionist cousins in the
United States media slanderous
materials to create a climate of
hatred against Syria. American
armed forces have repeatedly
accused Syria for the patriotic
resistance in their country and for
“lack of any cooperation”

The mysterious and professional
assassination of Lebanese Prime
Minister Rafiq Hariri last February
14, 2005, is blamed on Syria even
though Israel has most to gain from
it.

While Israel was forced by the
Lebanese resistance to end its
occupation of South Lebanon, as a
result of this assassination and the
resulting American pressure, Syria
had Lebanon, even before the
investigation of this political murder
was started. There is still no
conclusive identification of the
culprits behind the assassination,
just as there is no medical
explanation for Yaser Arafat’s death,
though Israel is the sole beneficiary
from both of these murders.

Israel still occupies Syria’s Golan
Heights and Syria’s withdrawal ffom
Lebanon, weakens its defensive
position considerably. Syria’s capital,
Damascus, is very close to the
Lebanese border and remains
exposed to possible Israel attacks.
Moreover, with Syria out of Lebanon,
Israel feels so secure that it will not
even consider returning Golan
Heights to Syria, despite the demand
of the United Nations Security
Council. Strategically, Syria is
surrounded. Its longest border is with
Iraq where the American forces
provide a good example of what is in
store for Syria. In the north, Syria
shares similarly long border with
NATO member Turkey, which is a
close friend of Israel. The Hariri
assassination is only a pretext for an
imminent attack on Syria. Such
pretexts were used in the Balkans
before, to attack the Serbs for the
faked “Racak massacre” and the
Sarajevo “bread line massacre", later
traced to • Moslems, not the Serbs.
Hitler also had a ready excuse for 

every country he attacked in the
Second World War.

The evidence for the coming war
against Syria is more than I
circumstantial. While the rhetoric /
against Iran is plentiful in the media, I
it is only a diversionary tactic. Iran
will not be attacked first, because it is
a much bigger country and because
Israel wants Syria destroyed and out
of the way first. An attack against
Iran would arouse the Shiites of Iraq
and the American gains in Iraq would
be threatened. Iraqi Shiites have so
far largely stayed out of the
resistance in Iraq. Iran is a country of
70,000,000 people and closer to
Russia, which would not stay as a
mere observer. An attack against
Syria carries no such risks. Syria is a
country for which knives are being
sharpened as we speak these words.
To make that clear, we only have to
quote the former Israeli Chief of Staff

WITH MIND-

| BENDING DRUG

i The round of meetings, interviews
and speeches had been strenuous,
but by the time Paul Robeson
reached Moscow on a spring
evening in 1961, the singer, actor
and Black American, was in usually
good spirits.

He was planning to meet Fidel
Castro in Cuba before returning to
the US to join the growing wave of
civil rights activism led by Martin
Luther King and Malcolm X. It was a
very exciting prospect for Robeson.

However Robeson never made it
to Cuba. A surprise party was
arranged for him at a Moscow hotel
suite, after which he was hit by an
extreme paranoia and tried to kill
himself by slashing his wrists.

Three weeks later Cuban Exiles
from USA, led by the CIA, landed on
the Island’s Bay of Pigs in an
unsuccessful attempt to overthrow
Castro. This led to an international
crisis that brought the world to the
brink of nuclear war.

On the surface, these two events
appear unconnected. But, now
Robeson’s son is blaming the CIA for
the sudden deterioration of his
father’s health, from which the singer
never fully recovered before his
death in 1977.

Paul Robeson Jr. claims that his
father had been poisoned by the CIA
to prevent what would have been a
very high profile visit to Havana at
the time of the American-backed
invasion of Cuba. He believes, that
his father was part of a wider plot to
ensure that the charismatic activist
never assumed his place in the
vanguard of the US civil rights
movement.

According to Robeson Jr., his
father’s symptoms at the time of the
attempted suicide were identical with
those produced by BZ, a mind­

altering drug developed by the
intelligence agencies in Britain
and in the USA for use in a highly
classified psychological warfare
programme known as MK-Ultra.
He found out that at least two
Doctors that treated him in London
and in New York had links to this
programme.

Robeson Jr. on the anniversary of
his father’s death has approached
the US, British agencies, demanding
the release of all the classified
documents relating to his father’s
visit to Moscow and the medical
treatments.

Paul Robeson was more than a
singer, and actor. He learned more
than 20 languages, including several
African dialects, Chinese and
Russian. He was also the first Black
man to be employed by a leading
New York law firm.

For the intelligence agencies in
America and in Britain, Robeson’s
stature as an artist, combined with
his increasing radical political
activities, made him a serious threat
to the establishment. He was a close
friend not only of the American civil
rights activists, but also a leading
light of the colonial independence
movement, such as Jawaharlal
Nehru and Jomo Kenytta.

As early as 1936, MI5 of Britain 

officers visited Robeson on the set of
Sanders of the River, an Alexander
Korda epic film that was the first to
feature a powerful Black male star.
The CIA (or its previous title) opened
also a file on Robeson in 1943. At
the end of World War II his case was

. assigned to a special agent who was
directly responsible for covert
operations.

According to his son, Robeson
had several close brushes with death
in the next decade. In 1947, a car in
which he was a passenger suddenly
lost a left wheel and it was found
later that it was sabotaged. He was a
target of Senator Joseph McCarthy’s
1950-54 anti-communist witchhunt
and, with the onset of the cold war,
his politics effectively ended his
mainstream musical and theatrical
careers.

Robeson Jr. found out that there
were attempts to “neutralize” his
father, and after more than 35 years
of investigations and the gradual
declassification of some intelligence
documents. Robeson Jr. is a fluent
Russian speaker and he had
interviewed senior Russian officials
in Moscow during the Krushchev
period and perestroika period - who
were guests at the “surprise” party -
which he found out that this party
was filled with by all of the anti-
Soviet dissidents.

Robeson Jr. said that after he
visited his father the day after the
suicide attempt, Robeson Sr. said
that he had felt trapped hi a real life
“James Bond nightmare”. The walls
were always closing around him. He
shut himself in his bedroom,
suffering extreme depression and
feelings of utter worthlessness - all
symptoms that is induced by
hallucinogenic drugs that were given
to him.

Shortly after he left Moscow, he
was admitted to the Priory hospital in
London, England. Within 36 hours of
his arrival in London, and against the
advice of Soviet doctors, Robeson
was subjected to the first of 54
electro-convulsive shock therapy
sessions.

Mike Miniccino, an MK-Ultra
historian with very close contacts in
the American intelligence, said that
the allegations that Paul Robeson
was really targeted by the CIA were
“entirely plausible.” His family kept
the suicide attempt and depression a
secret. But, between April and June
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of 1961, the FBI kept a dossier and a
"status of health” file of Robeson,
which reveals that plans were
already made to prevent the world
communist movement from 

exploiting Robeson's "imminent"
death.

"The fact that such a file was
opened at all, is very sinister in 

itself/’ said Robeson Jr. now 71, at
his house in Brooklyn, New York.
'This indicates a degree of prior I
knowledge that something was /
about to happen to my father.” I

In a shocking expose published
in the Los Angeles Times
12/19/2005,. here is the story as
told by Khaled.

I am still recovering from the
experience that was completely
beyond the pale, outside the bounds
of any legal framework and
unacceptable in any civilized society.
Because of this I sued the former
CIA director, George Tenent.

I was born in Kuwait and raised
in Lebanon. In 1985 Lebanon was
being torn apart by civil war, I went to
Germany in search of a better life.
There I became a citizen, lived a
normal life and together with my wife
and five children I started a new life.

On December 31, 2003 I took a
bus from Germany to Macedonia to
visit some friends. When the bus
arrived, my nightmare started.
Macedonian agents confiscated my
passport and detained me without
any charges for 23 days. I was not
allowed to contact anyone, not even
my wife.

I was forced to record a video for
the GIA that I was treated well. Then
I was handcuffed, blindfolded and
taken to a building where I was
severely beaten. When my blindfold
was removed I saw men dressed in
black, wearing black ski masks. I
could not guess their nationality. I
was put in a diaper, a belt with
chains to my wrists and ankles,
earmuffs, eye pads, a blindfold and a
hood on my head and then thrown
into a plane, and my arms and legs
were spread-eaglea to the floor. I felt
two injections and I became nearly
unconscious. I felt the plane take off,
land and then take off again. I
learned then that I was taken to
Afghanistan.

There I was beaten again, left in a
filthy small conrete cell, with no
water. I was interrogated again and
again, took my blood and urine
samples, photographed and returned
to the solitary confinement cell for
four months, without any charges
being laid.

They kept on asking me whether I
knew the men that supposedly were
responsible for the 9/11. I told them
the truth that I had no connection
with any of those people they
named. But because of my skin
colour and being of mid-Eastern
origin, that was the main threat, i
demanded repeatedly that as a
citizen of Germany that I have the
right to meet a representative of the
German government or a lawyer.
Always, my requests were ignored.

In desperation I began a hunger
strike, but I was dragged into a room
where a feeding tube was forcibly put
through my nose into the stomach. I
became extremely ill.

After three months of this, I was
taken to meet an American who said
that he had traveled from
Washington. I also met a . German
representative who warned that I
must never tell of what transpired to
me, because the Americans were
determined to keep the affairs secret.

On May 28, 2004, almost 5 months
after I was kidnapped, I was again
blindfolded, and chained to an
airplane seat. I was told that we
would land in another country but not
Germany, because the Americans
did not want to leave traces of their
involvement, but that I would
eventually get back to Germany.

After we landed, I was driven into
the mountains, still, blindfolded. My
captors removed my handcuffs and
blindfold, told me to walk down a
dark deserted path and not to look
back. I was deathly afraid that I
would be shot in the back.

As I turned a bend in the path, I
was accosted by three men who
asked me as to what am I doing 

illegally in Albania? They took me to
the airport and my wallet was
returned to me, so I bought a ticket
for Germany. It is only after the olane
took off that I really believe that I was
going home. I had long strangely
hair, a long beard and lost over 60
pounds. My wife and children went
back to Lebanon, believing that I
deserted them. Thankfully now that
they know what happened, we are
together again in Germany.

I do not know why this happened to
me, and of course to many others as
well. No one from the American
government has ever contacted me

■or offered any explanation or apology
for the pain that they have caused
me, and my family.

I begged all the time for my
captors to bring me before the court.
Since my captors would not bring me
to court, last month I brought them to
court. Helped by the American Civil
Liberties Union, I am suing the US
government because so that the
American people and the whole
world would know and agree with
me.

There has never been, before or
now, anywhere, a personality more
hated and slandered by the world
bourgeoisie and its mercenary
spokespersons, than the Georgian
Joseph V. Dzhugashvili (December
21, 1879 to March 5, 1953). He
himself discarded his baptismal
name to take the name Stalin, by
which he will always be remembered
in the history of the humanity.

institutions had ceased to exist.

The spiralling cost of post-
traumatic disorder amongst the US
war veterans of Vietnam,
Afghanistan and Iraq has triggered a
political charged debate and ignited
fears amongst the war veterans that
the US Bush government is trying to
limit the benefits for emotionally
scarred troops returning home now
and those that long time ago
returned from Vietnam.

In the past two years this disorder
has grown seven times as fast as the
number receiving benefits in general.
According to the Department of
Veteran Affairs there is now a total of
215, 871 veterans who are now
receiving benefits at a cost of over
$4.3 billion - a jump of more than
150% since 1999. This is due also to
the demands or the Vietnam
veterans and their families, who are
deathly ill and dying from Agent
Orange - which the US government
still refuses to admit that it used in
Vietnam.

Veterans

It’s a fact that a very
large proportion of these veterans do
not seek compensation or get tested
because of the stigma surrounding
mental illnesses, so, the proportion
of those veterans are even larger
than is admitted.

WHAT FOR, I ASK?
Here is a news item that it’s hard to

In a small but symbolic
development last December, 2005,
the construction of a Russian
Orthodox Church(?) was started in
downtown Pyongyang, North Korea.
The Russian Ambassador to North
Korea, Andrei Karlov, commented
that “a return to the Russian
Orthodox faith to that country was of
great importance for developing
relations between Russia and North
Korea. ” Reportedly the building of an
Orthodox Church in Pyongyang
occurred to the North Korean leader
Kim Jong-il during his rail trip to
Russia in 2001.

Moscow and Pyongyang have
signed a bilateral treaty to replace an
obsolete Soviet-era in place since
1961. However, bilateral annual
trade turnover has been below
US$100 million for the past few
years.

It has been argued that Russia’s
failure to join talks on North Korea
last August may well spark a new
wave of realism in Moscow, after 

initial enthusiasm, prompted by the /
world’s expectation (hat Russia could /
play a major role in defusing the /
crisis subsided. After all Beijing has
much greater potential to influence
North Korea. China having long go
replaced Russia as North Korea’s
main trade partner and Inteelocutor.
